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Preface

Horizon Roses, now approaching 40 years
of publication, is aging well and continues its annual compilation
of comments by the nation’s top exhibitors on the exhibition
potential of the newest hybrid teas, floribundas, miniflora and
miniature roses. For most exhibitors, it has long been considered
an indispensible guide to buying new show roses.

The 2011 edition contains comments from 85
reporters, down two from the 87 last year. Also for the first time
in several years the number of reports is down, from 2,300 to
2,138. On the surface that represents a 7% drop in reports. Closer
investigation reveals this is not particularly significant since it
follows on the heels of a huge increase in the number of reports
last year. Last year’s total number of reports had been up a
whopping 22.9% from the previous year’s record 1,872 reports. And
so, this year’s number is up 14% from that in 2009.

It is also of note that the entire drop in the
number of reports is attributable to a decrease in the number of
reports on minifloras. All of the other categories in fact saw
increases. With minifloras there had been an explosion of reports
in the previous two years and it appears that exhibitors, having
stocked up in recent years on the excess of new minifloras in the
market place had begun to sort out the best ones

The composition of our reporters this year also
shows a change. Although the number is nearly the same, there are
actually 17 new reporters who replaced 20 older reporters that did
not submit reports. Some of the older ones have retired, others
have down-sized their gardens, and still others have not added new
roses.

Our Northwest Regional Editor, Ken Rowe has
retired after several years of service. I am grateful for his
service. To fill the gap I have solicited reports from the Pacific
Northwest directly and was pleased to obtain several new reporters
from that important area. I could use some more and a volunteer for
Regional Editor.

I am saddened to report the passing of Barbara
Wright, the wife and exhibiting companion of our Carolina Regional
Editor Fred Wright. Together they won six national trophies in
their too-brief time together, including twice winning the J.
Horace McFarland Memorial Award. Her memory lives on in two roses
named after her and we express our support of Fred for his
loss.

My annual “Box Score” below summarizes the
reports received on various varieties. Reversing the trend of
recent years, there were more reports on HTs than any other
classification, with the number increasing 5.5%. The percentage
increase in the number of reports of grandifloras and floribundas
is even greater, both hovering around 10%. Reports on miniature
roses are also up, but less so at 5.7%. These increases are offset
by the substantal decline in the number of reports on minifloras,
down 24.6% from the record number last year.
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The number of varieties on which reports have
been received is down from 317 to 313, an insignificant decline of
1.3%. The average number of reports per reporter showed a similar
small decline from 26.4 reports to 25.1. The robust number of new
roses that received reports belies the general malaise in the rose
industry that continued in 2011. Jackson & Perkins was sold in
pieces in bankruptcy and a skeleton of unknown dimensions mails out
catalogues from South Carolina offering roses renamed after wines
with many recent J&P varieties among the missing. Gardens
Alive, having employed the great hybridizer Keith Zary, was the
successful bidder for Weeks Wholesale Rose Growers in a bankrupcty
auction. Its future appears much brighter and we can be optimistic
that it will perhaps escape its problems.

Other rose nurseries have also undertaken
changes that will affect the availability of show roses. Almost
Heaven Roses has closed with the passing of our beloved Vernon
Rickard last year. An examination of the website of John’s
Miniature Roses shows nothing new and many older varieties among
the missing. Are they backing out of the retail sales of miniature
roses? And, at press-time we learn from Robbie Tucker that
Rosemania will not offer miniature roses for the next several
years, this to devote limited greenhouse space to Robbie Tucker’s
breeding program. We can hope this program will bear fruit and that
the overall effect of this hiatus will be the introduction of some
fine show roses.

The reduction in the number of reports has
allowed me to drop four pages from last year. I was also able to go
a little lighter on my editing this year, using abbreviations less
often. (In particuar I dropped the “ex” for exhibition and spell
out “miniflora”, the latter in my continued effort to eliminate the
awkward term “Mini-Flora” – a position officially adopted by the
ARS and still percolating slowly in show schedules.) As in the
past, I have tried to preserve reporter comments as much as
possible but have eliminated duplicative information, such as the
name of the hybridizer or the official color class, which
information is set forth following the name of the rose.

Continuing a feature I added four years ago, I
have provided information on actual show results to date for the
reported roses. This information is set forth in parentheses at the
beginning of the comments. A key to the abbreviations is set forth
at p. 98. The results reported are current through July 2011 and
come from the show results submitted to www.roseshow.com, the
website of the American Rose Exhibitors Society (ARES).
Historically, this covers about 90% of U.S. show results.

There are only two new additions to the Honor
Roll, both minifloras. They are Abby’s Angel, the brilliant yellow
and red miniflora that last year had the higest number of reports,
and the exceptional, Dr Troy Garret, named after a beloved Oklahoma
exhibitor who has often submitted reports to Horizon Roses
over the years. Both were hybridized by Whit Wells. There were no
deletions as the existing roses on the Honor Roll all retained
their position in the top 40 of the national rankings.

I was also able to include a number of reports
on roses not yet introduced, some hyrbidized by our own
contributors and others under test. Fred Wright has several HTs to
be introduced including Phillips Grand Slam, Sister Jane, Sister
Ruby and Top Gun, as well as the minifloras, Glowing Sunset,
Princess Katelyn and Vernon’s Dream. Bill Blevins reports on
several Silver Run test roses from John Smith, whose Randy Scott is
the hottest new HT in rosedom. And, to add to that excitement, I
report on the registration of Dona Martin, a crystal pink sport of
Randy Scott. Dick Anthony introduces us to a slew of minis and
minifloras under test from Whit Wells. Yes, there are some
wonderful new roses looming over the horizon.

To conclude, the production of Horizon
Roses requires a great deal of work, all volunteer, by rose
exhibitors who believe as I do that it serves a worthy purpose.
Thank you all my friends – I wish you many Queens.

40 show roses in the national show results. Honor Roll roses are
generally considered “bankers” by exhibitors. We do not continue to
report on varieties that have achieved this honor.

ALWAYS AND FOREVER, dr, Zary [Arms,
J&P]

Baer (OR): Tall growing med to dark red.
Very free blooming w/many potential nice blooms. Looks & acts a
lot like Opening Night w/great substance. Probably does not have
enough petals to be a consistent Queen but will be a great garden
red. Garrett (TN): Plant grows well, has nice blooms w/good
color, not sure about bloom size. Godfrey (IA): Has an
attractive bloom that may have potential, if it ever gets any size.
Our weather has not been kind to roses this yr. Guerino
(IL): Has not made it through one winter yet so we’ll see how hardy
it is. So far there is average growth & fairly good form.
Strong (CA): Does not grow well as an own root plant. Needs
to be grafted. My plant is unproductive in the bloom
department.

ANNIE DAVIDSON, pb, Jalbert

Stever (NY): Healthy fragrant blooms
along the color of Paradise (at least on its only bloom cycle).
Blooms while having decent form are quite small.

APRIL IN PARIS, pb, Zary [J&P,
K&M]

(1 Ct) Baer (OR): Every bud starts to
open w/great promise & looks great as they continue to open.
However, when half open the petals begin to show an unattractive
pink & white mottling at the edges that ruin its great
potential. Being the offspring of Pristine & New Zealand it has
a lot of beauty & fragrance but it will probably never make it
big on the exhibition table at least not in our climate as this
color is just not attractive. Blevins (VA): Small, good form
in fleshy pink. Exhibit as 3 of a kind, but small blooms may not go
far. Fleming (WI): Smallish blooms w/lovely HT form on a
generous & vigorous bush (minimal winter protection). Typically
1/stem & excellent fragrance. May have difficulty competing
against bigger blooms. Fotheringham (UT): I believe it has
exhibition potential but is not hardy & I can’t get one to
bloom around the shows. Seems to be a late bloomer here in the
Rocky Mts. Godfrey (IA): Had good exhibition form, but
couldn’t get any size to it, winter killed, will not replace.
Guillebeau (FL): Only saw one at a show. Good form &
stems but color is rather “ugh!” Prue (FL): Large bush, good
foliage, occasional show form. Tilley (GA): Moderate grower
that is a botrytis magnet. Too many blooms were muddy w/poor
substance. Shovel pruned after one yr.

ARTIC CIRCLE, w, Edwards [K&M, Wisc]

(2Q 8Ct 1Ch) Anthony & Vance (OH): 2d
& 3rd yr plants are throwing very large exhibition blooms. It
has definite exhibition potential but has to open on the bush.
Peduncle often does not support the bloom but not disbudding will
tend to alleviate that problem. Belendez (CA): I had
initially thought the big blooms w/good form on long stems had
potential, but it’s been too slow growing, & appears to lack
vigor. Also, the petals seem to lack substance. It’s on probation,
w/another rose waiting to take its place. Blevins (VA): Yep!
That’s how you spell it. Can be super big & eye-catching pink
on white. Form is usually there. Blok (MI): A maiden in its
3rd yr is now growing well. So far it is a Moonstone look-a-like,
but w/a higher center, & more pink edging. I hope we will be
able to exhibit it this fall. Bonfigli (CA): May be best
enjoyed in the bud stage. If cut tight, it will open indoors.
However, I find the color anemic. Very vigorous, disease resistant
plant w/nearly thornless stems. Poor substance. Borrmann
(PA): Great color, needs to be shown on the tighter side.
Bulman (CA): Beautiful plant, long straight stems w/great
foliage - but the blooms are loose & sometimes hang from the
cane. I’ll give it one more yr. Castle (OR): Disappointing.
Opens rapidly & few blooms have good form. Cooper (AR):
Two yr bush, have two of them & as usually one is outgrowing
the other. The blooms are white w/some pink on the edges. Blooms
are tall & petals are very large in the cooler weather. Will be
hard to groom, kinda like Denali. Exhibition form is great in the
heat, as the petals are not as large & tend to unfurl in even
symmetry. Very high center. Dale (GA): Moonstone-like blooms
have exhibition potential but have not gotten one to a show yet.
Garrett (TN): Blooms are nice clean white w/strong pink
edge, good substance & form. Could bloom more. Guerino
(IL): Is not hardy & also not vigorous. I’m only going to keep
it for one more yr. Guillebeau (FL): Nice white w/red
edging. Like the form & may be pretty good show rose.
Harrell (GA): Big beautiful blooms on long stems w/good
form, not a lot of petals. Not a vigorous grower & a little
stingy. Should be a good exhibition rose if the blooms come at the
right time. House (MO): Usually too few petals to hold for
exhibition, but we had one hold to make the court at the Atlanta
fall national. Johnson (OK): Very large white edged w/pink
blooms w/excellent form but difficult to open. Can be stunning.
Also shows extremely well as a huge open bloom. Great exhibition
qualities. Knerr (NC): Large pink blend. Weak necks on my
bush. Opens fast & needs more petals to hold the bloom. Due for
shovel pruning. Lundberg (SC): High centered HT w/large
blooms. The pink color can vary from light pink to the darker pink.
Excellent exhibition potential but needs to open on the bush.
Martin (CA): Vigorous plant w/long canes & long
high-centered blooms w/form. Blooms have long petals & open a
little too quickly, Although short on bloom production at first, I
am looking at a potential harvest of long stems off of a basal
& am thinking maybe that will be the key. Meyer (MO):
Fourth yr & its finally starting to show that it will be a
contender. It could have another row of petals but seems to hold
well. I have not noticed as many color variations this yr.
Myers (NC): Like so many others (White w/pink edge):/tends
to look like a tulip but judges seem to like it. Reed (GA):
I like what I see so far from this new bush. I think it is going to
be a good show rose. The bloom sometimes is too large for the
foliage. Schulman (FL): Upright bush w/beautiful,
pink-tinged, white blooms. Shockley (AR): Certainly a rose
to keep. The size & form can be outstanding in fall’s cooler
weather. Tilley (GA): Great grower on Fortuniana. Blooms are
large w/good form & come mostly one-per-stem. Looks great in
garden but substance is usually lacking. Not a great cut bloom.
Subject to botrytis in damp weather.



ASHLIN ROSE, dp, Martin, D.

Blevins (VA): Seedling of First Prize,
med pink but deeper cherry pink in Fall when form is best &
size is better. Hybridized by Dale Martin & named for his
granddaughter. Vigorous with 5 new bottom breaks this yr.

AZAFRAN, my, Meilland

White (NC): Yellow florist rose has
excellent form that holds well. It is a little stingy in production
& does not always have good stem length.

BAQI BILLAH MAULANA SHAYKH NAZIM, dr, Jalbert
[Pal]

Strong (CA): Nice bright red rose, but
not for exhibition. Blooms are smaller than usual for a hybrid tea.
(But then in an application of Murphys Law, immediately after
filing this report that it “can’t do exhibition” it heard me and
produced a superb high centered exhibition bloom.)

BEVERLY, pb, Kordes [Pal]

Kozemchak (PA): New this yr looks good so
far. This Kordes rose is very fragrant & winner of many awards
in Europe. Growing well & looking very healthy. Stever
(NY): Very vigorous & winter hardy. Very prolific with its
fragrant pink quartered blooms. A very good garden HT.

BIG RED, mr, Edwards [K&M]

(2Q 3K 2P 6Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): A tall
bush that produces large blooms w/excellent form, the bright red is
similar to Marilyn Wellan. Anthony & Vance (OH): A
Marilyn Wellan look-a-like w/serious exhibition potential &
superb size. Borrmann (PA): Similar in color to Let Freedom
Ring. Need more time to evaluate. Bulman (CA): A similar
plant to Let Freedom Ring disease resistant w/lots of blooms.
Cooper (AR): This is a “hoss” of a grower w/long stems &
peduncles, looks a lot like the rose Jacdusty or Dusty as some
folks know it. It has good form & is a blooming machine.
Springtime bloom did show some great form. Dale (GA): Taking
a wait-&-see approach. Blooms have been on the small side
w/slow repeat & have not been what I hoped for. Garrett
(TN): Tall bush w/nice large med red non-fading exhibition form
blooms, good substance on nice stems. Guillebeau (FL): Great
looking rose that is already winning in DSD. Worth trying if you
love red roses & who doesn’t? Harrell (GA): Good
exhibition form blooms on a big bush. Johnson (OK): Can
double as Let Freedom Ring but the plant is taller & less
prolific. Has lovely deep red exhibition blooms. A definite winner.
Lundberg (SC): Bush has established quickly, producing
bright red blooms w/good form. Long stems. Meyer (MO): It
does show. I still cannot tell it from Let Freedom Ring. Planted
side by side. Reed (GA): A nice red bloom but prone to
powdery mildew. I don’t think it will consistently compete w/Let
Freedom Ring or Veterans’ Honor but may produce a winner.
Reynolds (CA): Is neither very red nor big in my climate. It
does have form but has not been a winner. Schulman (FL):
Great form & size even in the heat. Shockley (AR):
Another keeper w/very good form & size. This is a red that
stays RED. Works well in collections. Snetsinger (CA): Put
it in the ground. Plant is slow to establish. Saw some exhibition
blooms. Will watch.

BILL HEATH, w, Poole

Strong (CA): Very large blooms,
bull-nosed centers.

BLACKOUT, dr, Edwards [K&M]

(1Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): Tall bush
w/flattish blooms the color of Black Magic. Still waiting for good
form & size. Cooper (AR): Another deep red rose w/good
growing habits like Big Red. Some folks have complained about it
not having any form, but I have seen some great blooms this past
spring. The centers are not high, but are not flat either…some
protrusion above the center. It will win some blue ribbons &
hopefully it will get better w/age. It is still not in the same
league w/Black Magic. Garrett (TN): Dark red blooms have
good substance but are too small & flat for exhibition.
Harrell (GA): Deep red of Black Magic w/a lower petal count.
Some blooms have good form & good stem length, but it is not
generous & has a slow repeat. Meyer (MO): It could bloom
more. It can have some great dark red blooms off of basals. My
plant is finally starting to grow. Will keep another yr or so.
Schulman (FL): Not as good as Black Magic. Strong
(CA): Blooms are too small & flat for an exhibition variety.
Edges burn on exposure to any sunlight. Bad mildew. Never have had
a good exhibition form bloom on 3rd yr plant.

BLUSH, ob, Pressman

Anthony & Vance (OH): A 2d yr own
root bush from our late friend Vernon Rickard that has some serious
exhibition potential. We like what we se so far plus it is highly
disease resistant. Size will need to improve for it to win.
Fotheringham (UT): Vernon Rickard sold this to me & it
was slow to grow but is now producing great exhibition roses. It is
prone to powdery mildew & you will need to spray.

BOB & LINDA, pb, Smith

Knerr (NC): Small HT. Red blend. ALWAYS
in bloom. I cannot remember a day where I could not go out &
cut blooms. Center doubles on occasion. Should be a Fl but the
powers that be have so far refused to reclassify it even though the
hybridizer has asked them to do it. Seems strange!!!

BOLD AND BEAUTIFUL, pb, F. Wright
[K&M]

Lundberg (SC): New bush is producing
blooms w/good size & excellent form. The blooms are a
pink/white blend. Shockley (AR): On a first yr bush I’ve had
some really good blooms. Can’t wait for fall to see it at its
best—the red & white blend should be dynamite. F. Wright
(NC): The name describes it. Good form. Loves hot weather. J.
Wright (NC): Creamy white blushed w/red. Heavy petaled. First
yr own root plant looks good, can’t wait to get a plant under
it.

BROTHER JACK, pb, F. Wright [K&M]

Garrett (TN): New own-root plant is
growing well. Blooms are very nice. Lundberg (SC): Pink rose
w/excellent size & great centers by Fred Wright named for his
brother Jack. Richardson (NC): First yr plant has great
color. Can’t wait to see how it performs at the shows.
Shockley (AR): Beautiful rose w/outstanding form &
perfect centers. J. Wright (NC): A very pretty pink rose
that will show. Holds very well. Looks like a winner. Can’t wait to
get a large bush. It’s named after me so it has to do well on the
show table.

CALEDONIAN, ly, Mayle

Bonfigli (CA): A vigorous brute from the
U.K. that has blooms that are very large & much too buxom for
show, have a distinctive pink edge on pale yellow petals & open
very slowly. Methinks this Caledonian will have to wage a real
battle real soon to earn his keep.

CALIFORNIA DREAMIN’, pb, Meilland [Arms,
Edmds, North, Star]

(1 P) Anthony & Vance (OH): Still
evaluating but it does have some serious exhibition potential if
size improves just slightly & the temperature stays under 90 so
it doesn’t blow faster than Pristine. Baer (OR): The color
makes this a very beautiful rose. However on close inspection the
petals show an unusual creping, making them look old even when they
have just come out. This has been enough to keep what were very
nice blooms from proceeding very far during judging. Plants here in
the NW have also not been very vigorous, maybe they need more heat.
Godfrey (IA): White w/red edges. Haven’t thrown it out yet,
but if it doesn’t get some size soon, I will. Greenwood
(CA): Very lovely– haven’t seen any blooms yet that would hit the
trophy table. Great garden rose. Herr (OH): Nice pink blend
blooms, 2d yr brought better & bigger exhibition blooms, could
grow taller. Tilley (GA): My plant just will not grow. 3rd
yr & bush is only 2 feet tall. Puts out huge blooms w/poor
substance on tiny canes. Having a two-foot tall rose covered w/5”
one-stem blooms is an oddity so it stays in my garden for the “wow”
factor.

CAROLINA PRIDE, mr, 2010, F. Wright
[K&M]

English (CA): Large bloom w/48 petals
lacks exhibition form. Lundberg (SC): New bush is producing
med red colored blooms that have excellent form & size &
come on long stems. Richardson (NC): This one yr old bush is
looking good.

CASEY ALEXANDRA, ob, Edwards [K&M]

Meyer (MO): A very bright pink w/a
delicate fragrance named after J. Mills granddaughter. Very good
form & center but only has 15 petals. Grows very well. It gets
another yr. Shockley (AR): My Fortuniana bush grew well its
first yr & is producing some very good blooms. It’s one to
watch.

CHERRY O!, dp, Schreurs

Blevins (VA): Yes, another florist rose.
Deep dark pink w/full center. Reminds me of a pink florist type Red
Devil. What’s wrong w/that...nothin’. Let center develop prior to
cut.

COLOR ME PINK, mp, Zary

(1 Ct) Baer (OR): A unique color
combination. The pink colors give the blooms a hand-painted look.
Lots of petals. The blooms are very pretty in the garden, but will
look pretty in someone else’s garden as I have given mine away. The
blooms I have had over the last two years have been relatively
abundant but have yet to see one w/a classic exhibition form.
Garrett (TN): Blooms similar to Louise Estes, only a little
smaller & sometimes flat.

CORRIE, dp, Kordes

Anthony & Vance (OH): Has excellent
form, good substance & drilled centers. Size fluctuates
considerably but the larger specimens will exhibit & possibly
win.

CRESCENDO (JACgemze), pb, Zary

(1Q 1K) Alonso (CA): It can be nice but
the blooms get muddy looking fast & the first row of petals go
below the horizontal line right away. I’m sure it will still win
some prizes for the diehard exhibitor. Baer (OR): A truly
beautiful rose w/much exhibition potential. It may be a little
light in petal count to become a truly great rose. The colors are
excellent w/the pure white tipped w/a color between Pristine &
Secret. There seems to be an unending supply of new roses w/very
similar color. Blevins (VA): High centered pink & white
blend, but could be more generous in bloom. Chappell (AL): If you
are a Gemini fan you will love it. It opens in a form similar to
Pristine but has lighter pink edges & more petals than Gemini.
Grows very well & looks great in exhibition form & fully
open. Will make a great cycle of bloom entry. Garrett (TN):
New plant had pretty blooms this past spring. Time will tell.
Godfrey (IA): Large white blooms w/pink edging, good form,
too new to tell, looks like a lighter version of Gemini.
Greenwood (CA): A definite maybe. Have seen some great
blooms so far. I planted two. Guerino (IL): Has not gone
through a winter. It is slow to grow but I have seen one nice
bloom. Jacobs (KY): First yr bush is slow to develop.
Martin (CA): The Gemini breeding is evident & the early
blooms though somewhat soft & prone to spotting, still show
Gemini form. Started a little slow but not making good growth &
lush foliage. Maybe. Myers (NC): This is a very nice rose
that will win Queen. Attractive bicolor that changes w/the weather.
Plant growing well w/shiny leaves. Pavlovich (AZ): An
absolute stunning exhibition rose that has grown well despite only
having it four months. The blooms are perfect exhibition form
w/high centers that look nearly identical to the Queen machine
Gemini except one notch down in vividness of color. And it isn’t
surprising when you realize Gemini & New Zealand are
Crescendo’s parents. A must for any exhibitor. Rankin &
Valentovic (WV): A first yr plant in our yard. Similar to
Gemini. The difference is some yellow cream color in the center of
the bloom.

DAYNA SAWYER, pb, Edwards [K&M]

(1K 1P 1Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): Three yr old
bush is starting to produce white blooms edged in red w/good form
& size. Substance can be fragile. Belendez (CA): I saw a
beautiful bloom w/good form on my one-yr old maiden bush. Still in
a 3-gallon container for evaluation, but I’m willing to give her a
chance. Bulman (CA): 3rd yr plant starting to grow larger
exhibition quality blooms. Similar to Gemini w/clear crisp petals.
Chappell (AL): 1st yr plant on Fortuniana growing well. Have had a
few good blooms w/good centers. The creamy white petals w/the pink
flush at the edges have all the ingredients for a great rose, opens
fast & may be best in cool weather. Once it matures & gets
some growth under it I think this will be one to have in your
arsenal. Cooper (AR): Great form & stem length, yellow
blend & deep colors during the cool temps. Bush is a good
grower, but not as vigorous as Big Red. Will get at least one more.
Garrett (TN): Doesn’t like our climate & is too
blackspot prone. Gone! Harrell (GA): A very pretty garden
rose. Too few petals to exhibit in our climate. Beautiful open
bloom. Throws huge sprays. Horn (CA): I became disillusioned
w/this after a couple of years. It did grow out of its extreme
susceptibility to mildew, but the peach & white blooms (similar
in color to Gemini) never really produced good enough form. I
passed the plant on to another exhibitor in a better microclimate,
& we’ll see how it does for him. House (MO): We cannot
get a plant that will last through a winter or grow during the rest
of the yr. Martin (CA): A shy bloomer on a young plant so
it’s hard to say what I have here. Coloration looks like Gemini
& exhibition form has yet to make an appearance. I have
extraordinary pictures of this elsewhere so I am willing to show a
little more patience. Meyer (MO): Starting to look better
every yr. Blends well. Myers (NC): Too much like Gemini to
be distinct. Regehr (AZ): Continues to grow & gain form.
Hoping this yr it proves worthy of valuable space. Schulman
(FL): Disappointed so far. Bloom doesn’t look as good as photos.
Will give it until next spring’s cooler temps & decide about
ditching it. Shockley (AR): In the summer it may have only 5
petals but in the fall it can be gorgeous. Snetsinger (CA):
Plant has been in the ground for 2 years now. May have some merit.
Blooms have good form, but they are small. I’m not sure it has
enough petals. Color on first cycle was almost identical to
Gemini.

DESPERADO, rb, Edwards [Cool, K&M,
Wisc]

(2Q 5K 3P 15Ct 5Ch) Adlong (AR):
Producing show-quality blooms w/nice long stems. Anthony &
Vance (OH): A red blend that can be striking. It has
exceptional form, very good substance & tight centers but size
needs to improve for it to win. Belendez (CA): Great color,
good form, long stems, & very vigorous bush in its 3nd yr. The
blooms on this HT get better & better as the bush matures. I
see potential but so far have not been successful getting it on the
table. Blevins (VA): Comes marching into town only once in a
while in great color & form but capable of causing a ruckus.
Borrmann (PA): Wonderful color but I still waiting for a
bush & size. Bulman (CA): I like the color & growth
habit of the plant but don’t know if it will ever produce
consistent pinpoint blooms. I’m holding on to it. Chappell (AL): A
Double Delight look-a-like that has exhibition form & keeps
well under refrigeration. Would like to repeat bloom more often,
however, I would recommend & believe it has potential for
making the show table. Dale (GA): A disappointment so far
w/inconsistent form. English (CA): 2nd yr is an “almost”
rose. It is almost big enough & almost has good exhibition
form. Will watch another yr. Fotheringham (UT): I usually
don’t say I have a favorite rose, but this is one of my favorites.
The form is fantastic & it lasts well. I haven’t taken one to a
rose show yet, but I believe it will be a killer show rose.
Garrett (TN): Takes time to get established but is certainly
worth the wait. Beautiful red & white blooms on long stems have
great form. Horn (CA): Last yr this time I grew six plants.
I’m down to three now. It is not as good a show rose as I had
originally hoped. The form is good about half of the time, &
the color - white w/dark pink edging – is striking. It makes it to
the table from time to time on the Court. I’ll keep the three I
have for now & hope the rose ups its game next season.
House (MO): Great color & very good form. Jack Wright
had an outstanding, colorful bloom in his national McFarland winner
last fall. Johnson (OK): Superb color-white w/a nice shade
of red edging. Consistently good form & good substance. May not
be Queen but will definitely appear on the head table.
Lundberg (SC): Nice HT w/color similar to Double Delight.
Bloom slightly smaller than other HTs but it competes because of
good form & beautiful color. MacFarland (CA): A great
rose in the garden. I couldn’t ask for better stems and leaves. If
I can stop the blooms from spotting there will be lots of Queens.
Martin (CA): An almost rose. Almost the color of Double
Delight, almost a center & the necks almost support the bloom.
Lost from our previous garden, I almost replaced it. Meyer
(MO): Growing well this yr. Waiting for fall to see if it is worth
keeping. I do love the rose & it is blooming more this yr.
Reed (GA): I like it. It has grown well & I believe it
has potential. A new bush & I haven’t had it to a show yet. Has
done well in the heat. Regehr (AZ): Blooms have gotten large
w/age & the form is still there. Really like this w/lots of
potential. Reynolds (CA): It is rare for a bloom on this
plant not to have form. It shows well & the color is like
Double Delight. Schulman (FL): Slow grower but nice in
cooler temps. Shockley (AR): One of my favorites from Eddie.
When cooler weather strikes the white blooms have cherry red
dripping down the petals. Scrumptious! Strong (CA): Showing
promise for the first time as a 3rd yr plant. Nice big beautiful
exhibition form blooms this yr. Have to be patient with this one.
Tilley (GA): Another rose that just would not grow. After 2
yrs it only got 2 ft. tall w/small blooms & is now gone.
Toth (AZ): 3rd yr plant growing well & producing
well-formed, nicely colored red edged blooms. Seems to be a
cropper, which is good when doing arrangements. J. Wright
(NC): Finally, it took three years on Fortuniana I have a good size
plant & it is producing large size blooms. It has always had
the color & form. I like it more & more. Blooms hold &
refrigerate very good.

DIANA’S DELIGHT, mr, Edwards [K&M]

Garrett (TN): 1st yr plant has blooms
more deep pink than red. Has good form so far. Meyer (MO):
The winner from the ARS Spring raffle. It looks like this will be a
good one. A lot of petals that open slow. Red sometimes will have
dark edges. Will grow tall.






DINA GEE, rb, Smith [K&M]

(1Q) Adlong (AR): New in our garden this
spring. In the extreme heat & dry weather it has grown, so I
think it will be a keeper. Summer heat has kept our blooms looking
like French fries. Anthony & Vance (OH): A very good
rose that reminds me of Brandenburg Gate in color but a much better
rose in every way. It has size, form, substance & good centers.
It will win on its own & should blend in well in collections.
Blevins (VA): Spring & fall for adequate size &
form. Smaller in hot weather. Bulman (CA): Great blooms in
the spring but not sure how it will hold up in the heat as blooms
had difficulty in opening June & July. English (CA):
Attractive color. First yr blooms are promising w/good exhibition
form, perhaps a little flat. Petals w/good substance. Plant is
robust w/upright large canes. MacFarland (CA): Wow! Every
visitor loves this rose! Great potential for this area. Good stems,
leaves and exciting color. This gals gonna be tall. Myers
(NC): A great bush. Like the color of the rose, but alas she has no
form. Rankin & Valentovic (WV): 2d yr. The plants came
through winter well & are very vigorous growers. This is a nice
red/white blend. The blooms have very good form. The blooms are
slow to open even in the 90+ heat this summer. The leaves have a
dark green color. The blooms tend to be flat in the heat but the
color stays. The plant grows in an upright manner. Blooms are
larger in cooler weather. The only negative is the leaves are
larger than the bloom similar to Lynn Anderson. Shockley
(AR): Very nice blooms on a first yr bush.

DONA MARTIN (sport of Randy Scott), lp,
Martin

Martin (CA): A crystal pink sport of the
awesome Randy Scott with all of its qualities – a Queenly rose I
felt appropriate for the name of my eternal companion. Should be
available in the fall of 2012.

ELIZABETH PARK CENTENNIAL, pb, Mattia

(2Q 1P 1Ch) Bonfigli (CA): Looks to be a
vigorous, improved version of Agnes Winchell. Now that it has been
moved out into the open & receives a hefty dose of a.m.
sunshine, this formerly poor plant has sprung into action. Will
keep. House (MO): Very winter tender. We can’t get our
plants to grow. Long (CT): Does not do well in my garden. I
started w/three bushes two years ago. I have two remaining – one
did not winter over. Bushes are weak growers throughout the spring
& summer. By August I might get one or two blooms of good
quality. Prone to blackspot even w/a spray program. My bushes do
not produce show quality blooms. Meyer (MO): Hope the name
fits on the tag. It is starting to show great promise. Lots of
great large blooms this yr. Definitely a keeper. Color of Luscious
Lucy.

ERIN ELIZABETH, ob, Edwards [K&M]

Bulman (CA): 1st yr plant slow to
establish but shows form in the bloom. House (MO): So-so
form so far. Lundberg (SC): Deep orange blooms have nice
form. Named for James Mills’ granddaughter. We have showed it once
from 1st yr bush & got a blue. Meyer (MO): Great color
when the sun hits it - almost fluorescent. I have my doubt it will
be exhibition. The blooms are large enough & enough petals but
petals are small. Might have to wait another yr. It is a gorgeous
bloom though. Regehr (AZ): Still waiting for bloom size.
Vibrant orange is really nice & pops in the garden.

ETERNAL FLAME, my, Meilland [Arms, North,
Star]

Godfrey (IA): Didn’t think much of it at
first, but its growing on me, long straight stems w/exhibition
blooms of bright yellow, blooms quite a bit. Myers (NC):
Good grower w/no form & often a bullnose. It’s gone!

ETHAN PHELPS, dp, Edwards [K&M]

Garrett (TN): Bush is not growing well
& seems to get blackspot easily. Harrell (GA): Young
bush has produced some good-sized blooms w/ excellent form but no
stem length. A very slow growing bush. House (MO): Doesn’t
like winter & doesn’t want to grow. MacFarland (CA): 2nd
year and ready to throw in the towel. Lots of blooms with so so and
weak necks. Different color makes me want to try one more year.
Meyer (MO): 2d yr & the plants bloom well w/very good
form & centers. It looks like stem length may be a problem.
Worth keeping at least for another yr. You may have to show a
basal. Myers (NC): Color like Uncle Joe/spiral form
w/center/seems “weather tender”/plant still on the short side.

FAIREST ONE (J&P Merlot), rb, J&P

(1 Ct) Bonfigli (CA): Excellent form on a
spreading, unfriendly, unfair & very thorny plant! Is very slow
to establish. Must not transplant well, as I observed several
DEAD/DYING plants at various nurseries & garden centers. Now to
the bloom -- superb form/color/substance backed by nice glossy
foliage which, this spring, was susceptible to blackspot during our
extremely cold, wet spring. Still, I continue to hope at least one
of my plants will produce that “Fairest One” for a show in the
future. Fleming (WI): Large shaded deep pink blooms on a
vigorous bush. Some blooms had very nice show form. New this yr
& keeping my fingers crossed it will survive WI winters.
Garrett (TN): 1st yr plant has beautiful cherry red blooms
w/a white reverse. Not sure about form or bloom size yet.

FALLING IN LOVE, pb, Carruth [Arms, Edmds,
K&M, North, Weeks]

(5Q 5K 6P 17Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): Very
thorny, but blooms are nice size w/good form. Will keep. Anthony
& Vance (OH): A gorgeous light pink w/white reverse has
winner written all over it. Very good form, excellent substance
& tight centers combined w/size – can be as large as
Moonstone & make for an excellent Queen candidate. We have
already added more. Holding power is the only concern but it locks
in place in the cooler. Baer (OR): Picked as the Portland
Rose Festival Centennial Rose, it has served magnificently. An
offspring of Marilyn Monroe it has the same evil thorns. But to go
w/the thorns are beautiful exhibition bloom. It may not be as great
as Marilyn has been, but then if it is even close it is going to be
great. Large light pink w/a white reverse & often w/great form.
Belendez (CA): It’s been very slow growing (even on
Fortuniana) & needs more petals. Fleeting show form on long
stems. The humongous thorns may be a turn-off to the average
gardener, & even this exhibitor lacks patience for working
w/those awful thorns. Blok (MI): A pink rose w/similar form
& shape as Marilyn Monroe. Bloomed too late for shows this
spring. Very prickly. Dale (GA): Soft pink blooms have
occasional exhibition form. Fragrant. Bulman (CA): The
longer I keep this one the better I like it. It can produce
spectacular high centered blooms & now seem to hold longer.
Jacobs (KY): Pretty colored blooms w/lots of prickles.
Fleming (WI): Beautiful HT form, w/almost translucent
petals. Had a tough time w/WI winter (minimal winter protection)
& the bush has spent all summer recovering. The bush now only
has short stems, which will not show against more vigorous roses.
Fredette (WA): Nice color, good exhibition form, plants tend
to be short. Garrett (TN): Nice light pink blooms have
exhibition form & good size, but thorns are lethal.
Godfrey (IA): Good exhibition form but I have trouble
getting straight stems & it’s as winter tender as any rose I’ve
tried. Gregory (CA): Excellent bush, blooms can & have
won Queen. It took awhile but the blooms keep getting better.
Harrell (GA): I’ve fallen out of love. Too small blooms have
lax form. Too many thorns. Herr (OH): Pink blend blooms,
occasional exhibition quality blooms, show promise, will watch
closely this yr. House (MO): Beautiful bloom but opens too
fast. Way too many thorns. It’s gone. Johnson (OK): Nice
color & form but low on petals & although some blooms have
exhibition potential it is better as a garden rose. There are too
many much better exhibition roses to take up the available space in
my garden-will delete this fall. Kozemchak (PA): Great color
& good form on healthy bush. Long (CT): Two new bushes
planted last yr. One own root & one on Dr Huey. Very little
blackspot, some downy mildew this yr w/the weather. Blooms are a
nice soft pink color. Blooms can be show quality w/some grooming.
Moderate fragrance. MacFarland (CA): I think I’m just
Falling In Love with potential. Color is gorgeous but blooms are a
little flat centered. You need gloves just to look at the plant. My
visitors step way back when they see the menacing thorns.
Martin (CA): W/the breeding of two top show roses, Moonstone
x Marilyn Monroe, I expected more. Pink blooms have form but are
short of petals & have the holding power of neither parent. It
also inherited Marilyn’s vicious thorns & Moonstone’s rugged
foliage. Still, Ron Gregory produced the most awesome specimen at a
spring show that took Queen over my also awesome Randy Scott.
Mattia (CT): Beautiful porcelain-like blooms are Queen
material, but this rose needs extra protection to survive our New
England winters. Meyer (MO): It’s good but I am a little
disappointed w/it. It could have a few more petals & smaller
prickles. If someone tried to rob you & you had one in your
hand, I do not think they would Fall in Love w/it. Pagliai
(IA): Improved from last yr. Impressed with how it holds its form.
Pavlovich (AZ): This plant is an absolute monster after a yr
& three months. I have been growing roses for over 40 years,
& this plant is a basal break freak, throwing out new stems
even in the heat of the summer. Last spring, we had more than 100
blooms on monster canes. When we tried to show these blooms in a
couple of shows, the diameter of many stems was too big for the
single stem vases. Each cut stem has beautiful foliage & nasty
thorns that make handling difficult. The high centered blooms can
be different shades of pink depending on the temperature. While it
can produce Queens, many great blooms lose their centers in warm
exhibition halls no matter how well conditioned. Prue (FL):
Prickle city, occasional exhibition form & occasional sprays.
Rankin & Valentovic (WV): A very nice new pink bloom. We
estimate 80% of blooms produced have excellent form. One advantage
is that the blooms do not readily spot similar to other pinks. Some
plants are slow to grow & require patience. Regehr (AZ):
Great pink that I hope will finally show this yr. I have 3 &
have not entered it yet. Reynolds (CA): Has nice form but no
stem, can’t get it to produce long enough stems to show well.
Schulman (FL): Terribly thorny & moderate stems. One
more yr & it’s gone. Shockley (AR): Pretty light pink
blooms & the most vicious thorns I’ve encountered in a while.
It now resides in a very nice little garden down the street.
Sommers (WI): Perfectly shaped blooms should be on the
table. Plant is very winter tender in zone 5 but I continue to grow
it anyway. Great form. Streeper (CA): Beautiful color &
form but plant does not grow much. Sutherland (KY): Small,
flat blooms will keep this from being a show rose. Taylor
(MI): Somewhat tender, med growth, not vigorous, some blackspot.
When it blooms, it has good form. Toth (AZ): Substance,
color, form & size all there. Bush can take the heat. Have
definitely fallen in love w/this HT. Will add more as space allows.
J. Wright (NC): Large bloom will show, opens too fast in the
heat.

FOLKMAGIC (sport of Folklore), yb, Blok

Blok (MI): Yellow petals, tipped w/pink.
Similar to Folklore in form & habit, but w/its unique color.
Steve Singer may be marketing it soon.

GARDEN DIRECTOR BARTJE MILLER (Dark Knight),
rb, Meilland [Edmds]

Belendez (CA): Stunning burgundy w/gold
reverse, but not enough petals, bloom size or stem length to make
it as a show rose. However, gardeners & arrangers might like
the unique, color if they can stand the mildew. Greenwood
(CA): Very unique color. Has fleeting form & the blooms are on
the small side. Tends to mildew. I love the color. Herr
(OH): Very dark red blooms, blooms blow fast but very velvety
attractive blooms, seems more garden then exhibition.
Kozemchak (PA): It has very dark reddish violet color
w/lighter reverse. New bush has very small blooms w/ok form but not
many petals. Should make a striking open bloom, but doubt any
exhibition potential. Great if you enjoy oddball different color
like I do. Snetsinger (CA): It has good form, &
interesting color but so far blooms are Fl size & plant is a
runt. Will remove soon. Strong (CA): Opens too fast for
exhibition, but when it does it makes a very nice “open bloom”
category rose. Stamens are almost shockingly yellow compared to the
dark color of the rose, which makes for a striking open bloom.
Blooms do not last long on the plant either.

GENTLE GIANT, pb, Carruth [Arms, Hort, Pick,
Weeks]

(1Q 3K 4Ct 1Ch) Baer (OR): May not be a
giant but the blooms are large. The color is a nicely saturated
deep med pink. The buds unfurl to reveal a large very well formed
bloom, The individual blooms may have a slightly loose appearance
due to the large petal size & it will be hard to match others
w/this in collections. The plants are large, more spreading than
tall & the foliage is good. Blevins (VA): Far too timid
to make much of a fuss at show time. Grow Rina Hugo instead.
Fotheringham (UT): I grow it but am not really sold on it.
It is a large rose but I feel the form is not classic. I also had
terrible die back on it this winter. I don’t think I would re
purchase it. Jacobs (KY): Will give it one more yr to
improve. Prue (FL): High centered, hardy bush needs room to
grow, no sprays. Reynolds (CA): Is not particularly large in
our climate but does offer good form & I have had it on the
trophy table. Taylor (MI): Winter set back, recovering,
Slight blackspot, Fair form & good color. Tilley (GA):
Interesting pink blooms w/a touch of gold. Otherwise an average
garden rose.

GIRL’S NIGHT OUT, pb, Meilland [Arms, Edmds,
Star]

Streeper (CA): I am inclined to like this
because its color is like no other. But it lacks dependable
exhibition form. Strong (CA): Not really exhibition form,
but it’s a great replacement for Paradise if you like purple
muddled with pink color. Blooms a great deal more, & is
therefore better than both Paradise & Paradise Found.
Tilley (GA): Not much for exhibition but the interesting
deep pink/lavender pink reverse blooms are eye-catching. Average
grower & above average bloomer. Nice fragrance

GOLDEN FREELANDER, my, Kordes

Anthony & Vance (OH): A pure yellow
has good form, substance & centers. It will have to increase in
size in order to win & may not last beyond this fall.

GRÄFIN SONJA, pb, Kordes

Anthony & Vance (OH): Still
evaluating & it has improved significantly although size may
always be an issue. Fredette (WA): Nice color, good
exhibition form but blooms tend to be small.

GRAND AMORE, dr, Kordes [Edmds, Pal,
Pick]

(2Q 1K 4P 3C) Anthony & Vance (OH): A
nice red w/exhibition potential. Good form, substance & centers
w/size in the heat as being a major negative. Have added more &
it may soon become a banker as we really like it. Baer (OR):
Surely one of the best new reds introduced in the last 10 years
& there have been a number of them. Almost every bloom is
beautifully spiraled out from the center making it an absolute must
for the exhibitor in the NorthWest. If this was the only place that
had input into this forum you could go ahead & put it on the
Honor Roll. Blevins (VA): Distinct scarlet red & has the
form but not sure of size. Greenwood (CA): Good red
w/exhibition potential. Flowers are long lasting & have good
form. Plant grows as big as Crowd Pleaser & Lynn Anderson so
give it room. Very clean. Stever (NY): Vigorous, winter
hardy. Form is variable. Can have nice sprays. Taylor (MI):
One of the better reds, will cluster, good form & color, good
growth upright & tall, disease resistant.

GRANDE DAME, dp, Carruth [Arms, Weeks]

Baer (OR): One of the most prolific
bloomers I have ever grown. Loads of pretty pink blooms covered the
plants through most of the season. However, finding blooms
w/exhibition quality is almost impossible. They tended to be a
little soft of form. So let the grand dame rule over many rose
gardens, just not those of the die-hard exhibitor. Garrett
(TN): Spring blooms had beautiful open bloom form & great
fragrance. May not like summer heat. Long (CT): New this yr.
Too young to tell much. Foliage is good. Bloom size is small at
this time – think they will be larger later this yr or next. Nice
color.

GRANDMA ALLISON, op, Mallory [K&M]

Blok (MI): Seems to be almost identical
to Gemini, maybe a bit lighter in color early on, but both color up
the same in bright sunlight. Shockley (AR): Saw a fabulous
bloom in Jim Mills’ greenhouse & had to have it. I’ve had a few
blooms that affirm my decision to buy, buy, buy.

GRANDMA DEE (sport of Moonstone), rb,
Meyer

Carle (MO): A sleeper. It can produce
show blooms of good quality. Meyer (MO): Named after my wife
Doris. Raspberry striped edge sport of Moonstone. It cannot make up
its mind what it wants to do. Two thirds of the petals can be dark
striped & others can be almost completely white all on the
plant at the same time. A vigorous garden plant will also have some
exhibition blooms. Tilley (GA): In the ground but two months
the bush is already four feet tall. Blooms are average size so far
w/old-fashioned look & good fragrance. As the blooms age, there
is a bit of white near the edge of some petals.

GREAT ROSARIANS OF THE WORLD, ab, Edwards
[K&M]

(2P) Garrett (TN): Very nice apricot
blooms, especially in spring & fall. Harrell (GA): Just
a garden rose. Has small blooms w/pinpoint centers & not enough
petals. House (MO): Small blooms open too fast. Gone.
MacFarland (CA): Try fitting this name onto an entry tag!
Won Princess two years in a row. Outstanding form and color grabs
the judges. Bush is better this year but not great. Myers
(NC): Nice yellow without much form. Will keep for further
evaluation. Schulman (FL): Not enough petals & will be
discarded. Snetsinger (CA): 2nd yr in the ground. This may
still have some promise. Plant is now putting out exhibition stems.
Have seen some blooms w/good form & substance but timing has
not allowed me to get it to a show yet.

HELEN’S TRUST, mr, Taylor [Wisc]

Blok (MI): A med red rose from hybridizer
Tom Taylor. After a couple of years, mine still needs more size
& vigor. Bonfigli (CA): Had to buy this because my
mother’s name is Helen &, yes, I DO trust her! Wasn’t sure the
first two years, but both of these plants produced some KILLER
large & colorful blooms of excellent form this spring. Very
vigorous plant seemed susceptible to mildew in the past, but for
some odd reason, has not been a problem this yr. Its parents are
Helen Naude & National Trust, thus the name. A keeper for sure.
House (MO): Just OK form. Blooms too small. Gone.
Taylor (MI): Quite resistant, good form, color &
substance. Grows well.

HEY JACK, yb, F. Wright [K&M]

F. Wright (NC): This will be one of the
most colorful roses you have seen. It will be good in cooler
weather.

HEY PAULA, yb, Edwards [K&M]

(1P 3Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): Continues to
produce blooms w/good substance & form, but opens quickly, so
cut tight for show. Anthony & Vance (OH): Very similar
to Gemini & almost as good. Get one if you can. Bulman
(CA): A 1st yr bush slow to establish but shows nice small blooms.
Carle (MO): Opens quickly so cut tight for show. Good bush
w/lots of blooms. Cooper (AR): The most impressive of all of
Eddie Edwards’ roses, all blooms have great form & the subtle
color reminds you of the “light” colored Louise Estes. Will be on
the head table too. The size this spring was good, but not
overbearing. Harrell (GA): A weak grower w/pretty color but
low petal count. Horn (CA): Petal count continues to be an
issue, but the color & form can be beautiful. It is almost
identical in color to one of its parents, Gemini. Its bloom form is
rather unique but intriguing, & it also makes a striking open
bloom. It is completely disease resistant as well, much more so
than Gemini, & is generally a beautiful rose. I’m going to give
it some more time, although I won’t be adding any more plants as
yet. House (MO): Good plants & wonderful blooms that
open very fast. Martin (CA): A stingy bloomer that produced
pretty colored buds w/coral, orange, cream, not sure what else,
that opened fast – so fast I never did see what was between the bud
& open bloom. Gone. Meyer (MO): I think the bloom is
pretty good but my plant is not growing well & has pucker leaf
mosaic virus. Tis a shame this stuff is still out there. May
dispose of it this fall. Schulman (FL): Short stems &
mediocre blooms. Will go if it doesn’t improve by next spring.
Shockley (AR): After two years, she’s finally decided to
GROW & make a good bush. The blooms are lovely & it can
show but keep it cool until you’re ready to put it on the
table.

HOWARD & SARA, mr, Smith [K&M]

(1 Ch) Anthony & Vance (OH): A very
nice red rose that has very good exhibition potential.
English (CA): First yr lacks exhibition form in my
microclimate. Too many petals. Garrett (TN): Beautiful med
red w/a slightly lighter reverse blooms has lots of petals. Bush
grows well. House (MO): Good form but small blooms so far in
our hot, hot summer. Knerr (NC): Medium red. Long lasting
form. Occasional double center, but can show if the center holds.
Martin (CA): Probably has two names ‘cause there’s enough
petals for two roses. Petals are thick, might have form if they can
open here. Bush is gaining strength. Possible. Myers (NC):
Nice color w/plenty of petals/generally has no exhibition form.
Rankin & Valentovic (WV): Our 2 yr old plants are
growing well. The bloom has repeated good, consistent form. This is
a definite keeper. The namesakes are two great people who love
roses & are a true gem. The bloom is a red with dark edge &
plenty of petals. Shockley (AR): Beautiful red blooms w/LOTS
of petals. Only time will tell but I’m guessing it may be more
“garden” than exhibition. Repeat bloom is excellent. J.
Wright (NC): The red blooms are short & flat. Low center if
it ever has one. Blooms are too short. Loves blackspot. Will shovel
prune.

ILSE, pb, Edwards [K&M]

(2 Ct 1Ch) Dale (GA): Made good on my
threat the last 3-4 years & finally shovel pruned it.
Guerino (IL): Very tender & really doesn’t have much
vigor. I thought if I could get it to grow it would be nice but
this is the last yr. House (MO): The bloom has frilly petals
that can be somewhat like Suffolk but w/fewer petals. Finally have
a couple of plants that are growing after surviving a winter.
Johnson (OK): Sadly I have not had any exhibition blooms on
this plant that appeared to have such promise based on the photos
shown by Eddy. After 4 years will discard. It just never develops
good form for us & does not grow well. Lundberg (SC):
Three years & it still doesn’t want to grow, even on
Fortuniana. Ilse was a dear friend so we give it one more yr!
Meyer (MO): The blooms are great good size & centers.
Catch a basal at show time & you could have a winner. The plant
does like to send you a bunch of junk canes w/short stems & a
lot of blooms. Sprays like a Fl. Reed (GA): Has been stingy
w/blooms but produced some nice blooms & has been a nicer bush
in its 3rd yr. Has potential to produce show blooms.
Shockley (AR): The bush took years to mature & the
blooms were never as good as the hype projected. Lives down the
street. Taylor (MI): Poor growth, some blackspot, nice
bloom, but sparse.

IMPULSE, ob, Tantau [Wisc]

(1K) Anthony & Vance (OH): A bold
florescent orange that has very good form, decent size, great
substance & drilled centers plus about 35 petals. The only draw
back is the highly noticeable quilled petals. We plan to add more.
Belendez (CA): Good form on long stems, holds color well.
Med sized blooms, could be more vigorous & gets a little
mildew. Not sure if it has the banker qualities I’m looking for.
However, now that I finally got it into the ground, it is improving
dramatically. Extremely difficult to propagate, but finally waiting
for new bush on Fortuniana to mature. Bonfigli (CA): Pastel
orange florist rose produced the finest rose in the garden this
spring -- & the largest one, too, being eight inches across
& four inches high! And, would you believe it? It was grown in
a 15-gallon pot! Unfortunately, the kudos stop there, as it is
mildly susceptible to mildew & rust. However, if it is going to
produce even a few blooms of this caliber, the extra effort will be
well worth it. Borrmann (PA): A Folklore-colored bloom with
a hint of lavender. Bloom still on the smaller side. Garrett
(TN): Strong orange blooms generally have good form. Grows well.
Greenwood (CA): A florist variety. Has potential but I’ve
not seen anything yet but am giving it one more yr. House
(MO): Not a show rose for us. Gone. Martin (CA): A creamy
coral florist rose w/thick petals & good form, blooms are still
too small. Own root plant still needs some oomph. Snetsinger
(CA): First yr in the ground. Great coral color. Have seen
exhibition stems & blooms. Think it may be a keeper.
Strong (CA): Blooms ball & fail to open sometimes in my
coastal fog belt. When they do manage to open, they are beautiful.
Taylor (MI): Nice color & form, poor growth, Winter
tender. Thorpe (TN): This is a beautiful light orange w/a
melon tint. Good substance, form is usually there, nice well
proportioned dark foliage & it’s big enough to win. A keeper.
Tilley (GA): Terrific bright orange color w/paler reverse
stands out in the garden. Average sized blooms have fleeting form
& are held on short stems so far.

IN THE MOOD, mr, Carruth [Arms, North, Pick,
Weeks]

(1K 1P 2Ct) Baer (OR): Beautiful med to
dark red blooms w/plenty of petals produced profusely. Does not
come w/exhibition centers. The plant continues to produce lots of
blooms but still does not put me In the Mood to take them to a rose
show unless I need an open bloom. Cooney (CA): Not much of
an exhibition rose. Occasional good bloom but much too far in
between. Great color though. Garrett (TN): Nice med red for
garden only as form is just not there. Godfrey (IA):
Starting to show some promise & blooming quite a lot may put it
in the arranger’s group. Myers (NC): When it is in the mood
it can produce a great bloom, but not too often/quite variable.

J&P CABERNET SAUVIGNON (JACgedor), m,
J&P [J&P]

Baer (OR): Came to me w/the name Jasmine.
It turned out to be a very fragrant rich lavender rose much like
Barbara Streisand. It absolutely does not like any water on the
petals as it is very susceptible to botrytis. The blooms can have
good form on occasion but fail to provide a consistent wow factor,
as generally the centers are a little soft & almost never
achieve show worthiness.

J&P CHARDONNAY, w, J&P [J&P]

Baer (OR): Came to me from J&P w/the
name Cinderella but there was already a new rose from CP by that
name. So w/the change in ownership etc at J&P it is now a wino.
The blooms on this pure white rose are very nice but usually they
do not have any form I would call special. It was planted right
next to Sugar Moon & was a much superior rose. It has enough
petals to hold for a while but the centers tend to be a little
loose, they are also generally tinged in pink. Will probably make a
much better garden rose than one for exhibition. Fredette
(WA): Pure white color, fragrant, good form with exhibition
potential.

JACQUELINE POWERS, mr, Smith

Blevins (VA): Rich velvet red, damask
fragrance, perfect form & center. Medium size bloom gets bigger
in fall. Long, straight arrow stems, prolific, excellent upright
like habit. Named for a grand lady & her daughter agrees w/all
my comments.

JOANN EDWARDS, ob, Edwards [K&M]

(2Q 1Ct 1Ch) Adlong (AR): Liking it more
as it ages, loves our climate, a Gemini look-a-like.
Bonfigli (CA): Really a lot like Gemini, w/larger foliage
that stays clean. However, some of the leaves appear to have
“welder burns” on them when viewed closely. Will keep.
Borrmann (PA): Identical to Gemini. Sometimes more orange in
the bloom. Waiting for the bush to grow. Cooper (AR): Very
good grower & bloom making machine. Deeper colors than Gemini,
but has lots of similar characteristics as its parent. It too will
be also be in the blue ribbon section. Form is good & foliage
is dark to accent the color of the bloom. English (CA):
Indistinguishable from Gemini w/regards to bloom, leaves &
growth habit. Garrett (TN): Small blooms of soft creamy
white blushed w/a hint of orange on generally weak plant. Was
expecting more of rose w/this name! Gregory (CA): Going to
be very good but can’t tell the difference from Gemini.
Harrell (GA): Pretty blooms w/form & color like Gemini.
House (MO): A Gemini look-a-like. Good form, but the bloom
opens fast. Johnson (OK): Love it. It has all the qualities
of a great exhibition rose-great form, color, vigor, size & is
a prolific bloomer w/frequent repeat. Can be difficult to
distinguish from Gemini but has a deeper orange color contrasted
w/white background. Substance is good & it is easy to groom.
Lundberg (SC): A Gemini look-a-like. The bush has grown well
in 2 years & is producing exhibition blooms that have good
substance & form on long stems. Blooms are creamy white
w/orange that may be a bit darker than Gemini. Should be a good
show rose. MacFarland (CA): I’m still loving this gal. Color
is a shade deeper than Gemini. Centers are high, stems are strong
and leaves and plant are great. If you ain’t got it-get it.
Martin (CA): A Gemini look-a-like, I can’t tell the
difference except maybe it is smaller & the coral color is
richer. Gemini of course is a superb show HT so close is probably
good enough to win w/this. Meyer (MO): A dead ringer for
Gemini. What else can I say? I am told Gemini will duplicate itself
sometimes when you use it in a hybridizing program. Rankin &
Valentovic (WV): Interesting bloom that looks just like Gemini.
The blooms have excellent form. Our plant is on its own roots &
is growing slowly. Regehr (AZ): Blooms continue to get
better, but waiting on the plants to give stems. Schulman
(FL): Very similar to Gemini but blooms & stems have been
disappointing. Shockley (AR): A Gemini look-a-like that
although pretty is stingy. Exhibition potential. Snetsinger
(CA): First yr in ground. Color very similar to Gemini. Have seen
good form on first blooms, not sure about size of blooms. Showing
some promise. Strong (CA): First yr plant on Fortuniana. It
seems a bit darker on the edges than Gemini, but otherwise very
similar. I like it, so far. Tilley (GA): Gemini look-a-like
w/occasional outstanding form. Stingy bloomer so far.

JUST PEACHY (sport of European Touch), pb,
Ballin

Anthony & Vance (OH): A lp w/very
good from, good centers & substance. It needs to increase size
slightly & it will get the judges attention. Sommers
(WI): 2d yr plant made it through winter OK. Not a lot of blooms
but showing promise regarding exhibition form. Appears disease
resistant.
