What is fantasy baseball? Fantasy Baseball is a game where you draft real-life MLB players and the outcome of your fantasy team depends on how the players in your lineup do in their respective MLB games throughout the week. Each fantasy team in your league has its own unique roster of players. No two fantasy teams in the same league can have the same player on each team at the same time.
Why play? It’s fun to compete with friends, coworkers, or just compete in general. It also makes watching MLB games on TV or on your computer a million times more enjoyable. Not only do you enjoy your favorite team’s game, but it also gives you the opportunity to enjoy other MLB games because you may have fantasy players in those games. Furthermore, enjoying fantasy baseball will greatly assist in getting you through the lengthy 162 game season.
How does it work? That all depends on the type of league you are playing in. Most leagues out there play in head-to-head matchups. There is also the less popular rotisserie league.
Head-to-head consists of having your lineup matched up against another team owner in your league’s lineup. You verse a different team owner’s lineup each week. The team owners who have the best records at the end of the league’s regular season (different than that of the actual MLB season) advance to the playoffs. The amount of teams that advance and the number of season/playoff weeks vary on the number of team owners in the league and are set by the league commissioner. The playoffs are a tournament. The advancing teams dwindle down with the same style of head-to-head matchups till one team reigns supreme.
