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This document is a counted cross stitch hobby ebook describing how to create a needlework stitching project with a unique “Trick or Treat” mind-twister game that can be enjoyed no matter how one chooses display the finished stitched piece. Optional finish is not limited to a lidded box as seen on the cover, since the counted cross stitch fabric may also be mounted into a wall hanging, framed art, decorator pillow, covered wood block with ribbon or other square finishing motif that works with a decorated linen fabric focal point.

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WHICH WITCH IS WHICH?
This chart stitches up quick with repeated motifs, and band line separators, using predominantly full cross stitches and minimal backstitches. It is fun to cross stitch but it also comes with a unqiue homonym mind-teaser TRICK game that will delight holiday guests of all ages for years to come. Will your guests be rewarded with a TREAT after they solve the hidden riddle in the stitches?
Model shown on 28ct Cobblestone Cashel Linen.
72W x 72H stitches. Full cross stitches with minimal backstitching.
Stitched area is approximately 5" x 5" on 28ct linen or evenweave.
Not recommended for Aida.
Cut fabric 11" x 11" for pillow, square frame or framed box.
If needed, finish edges with fabric tape or zig-zag edges on a sewing machine before stitching. Trim may be required after stitching to accommodate finishing method.

All full cross stitches are charted 2 strands over 2 on linen or evenweave fabric. See legend notes for full stitch color block locations. See legend notes for 2 strand backstitches.
Chart divided into four quadrants:
Upper left
Upper right
Lower left
Lower right
Blue fields on quadrant sections of chart are the overlap zones where the four quadrants connect to each other to create the full stitched piece.
Arrows indicate center. Start in center, beginning with upper left chart quadrant. Green or orange floss will likely be your first color block. Finish each color field separate from the other, stitch eyes after main or larger adjacent color fields completed. Back stitch after all cross stitch fields completed. Backstitching should sit on top of full cross stitches where they overlap.
Tombstones sport the year 2010, but 2011, 2012, etc. can easily be substituted by changing the last one or two tombstone numbers to indicate the year you stitched your artwork. One can also substitute the first two tombstone numbers with initials of the stitcher, and use the last two tombstones to indicate ’10, ’11, ’12, etc. for the year. There is room for the stitcher to stitch their initials between the lower part of the question marks, or under lower right tombstones that indicate the full 4-digit year.
