There are those who claim cats are cold, sneaky, and aloof, but I have yet to see a cat maintain its cool in the middle of a quiche or en brochette. By the same token, I am not impressed with those who extol cats as noble, devoted, and affectionate. Cat poop. A cat is calories, protein, and good gravy.
Felines have enhanced the tables of knowledgeable diners since antiquity. Some famous cat lovers include Lincoln, Einstein, Colette, T.S. Eliot, and Winston Churchill, who often took his cat to cabinet meetings. I can't prove this, but I've heard that Eleanor Roosevelt often served cats to foreign dignitaries at state dinners at the White House.
Cat cuisine has much to recommend it. For one thing, cats are easy to catch. All you have to do is step into the nearest alley and go, "Here pussy pussy." Can you picture saying, "Here wabbit wabbit" to a hare and getting a meal on your table? I don't think so.
