Materials

 This pattern can be made using any
yarn you wish. Choose a hook size that matches the yarn. I have
used:

3.25 mm hook
(US: D, UK: 10)

4 mm hook (US: G, UK: 8) for making the Basket

4 ply yarn (brown, light pink, pink/white random, white, cream,
red)

Polyester fiberfill

4 Black 8 mm buttons for eyes or other eyes as desired

Tapestry needle

Sewing needle and thread for attaching eyes

Black embroidery floss

Pins



Sizes

 Sitting bear = 3 inches tall (7.5 cm).

Standing bear = 4.5  inches tall (11.5 cm).

Basket diameter = 3 inches (7.5 cm),  2.5 inches tall (6.5
cm).

Eggs = 1 inch (2.5 cm).

(The sizes for the bears exclude the hats.)


Abbreviations

 (US Crochet
Abbreviations)

ch =
chain

sc = single crochet

st = stitch

sl = slip

rnd = round

tog = together

dc = double crochet

hdc = half double crochet

Remarks

 This project is working in continuous
rounds, do not join or turn unless otherwise stated. Mark first
stitch of each round.

The bears have
same basic patterns; Head & Body, Legs, Arms, Ears, Muzzle
and Cap.

Head and
Body

 Work from top of the head to bottom
of the body.

Rnd 1:
With Brown, ch 2, 6 sc in second chain from hook. (6 sc
made)

Rnd 2: 2 sc in each st around. (12)

Rnd 3: (Sc in next st, 2 sc in next st) around. (18)

Rnd 4: (2 sc in next st, sc in next 2 sts) around.
(24)

Rnd 5: Sc in next 2 sts, 2 sc in next st, (sc in next 3 sts,
2 sc in next st) 5 times, sc in next st. (30)

Rnd 6: (Sc in next 4 sts, 2 sc next st) around. (36)

Rnd 7-12: Sc in each st around.

Rnd 13: (Sc next 2 sts tog, sc in next 4 sts) around.
(30)

Rnd 14: (Sc next 2 sts tog, sc in next 3 sts) around.
(24)

Rnd 15: (Sc next 2 sts tog, sc in next 2 sts) around.
(18)

Rnd 16: (Sc next 2 sts tog, sc in next st) around, changing
to light pink or white (body color) in last 2 loops of last
st. (12)

Rnd 17: (2 sc in next st, sc in next st) around. Stuff head.
(18)

Rnd 18: (Sc in next 2 sts, 2 sc in next st) around.
(24)

Rnd 19-25: Sc in each st around.  

Rnd 26: (Sc in next 2 sts, sc next 2 sts tog) around.
(18)

Rnd 27: (Sc in next st, sc next 2 sts tog) around. Stuff.
(12)

Rnd 28: Sc next 2 sts tog around, join with sl st in first
st, fasten off. (6)
