This book is a
collection of 36 worship songs and praises for use with children.
There is an accompanying CD available which has demos of all the
songs. In addition there is a musical accompaniment soundtrack for
each song. This CD can be purchased or you can accompany all of the
songs using the sheet music provided here in the manual. Most of
the songs are based on favorite psalms and scriptures. Some
favorite psalms have been delved into verse by verse like the 100th
Psalm, Psalm 8, Psalm 121, etc. Some of the songs are the actual
words of scripture. Children can memorize scripture verses by
singing them. The songs have been made simple so anyone can use
them with children. Some of the songs have a familiar tune and can
easily be sung by anyone whether musically talented or not. What
better way for children to learn scripture than by singing
them!

 


There is a scripture,
devotional thought and prayer for each song and there are craft
activities for some songs. These short thoughts, scriptures and
prayers are to be used with a group prior to singing the songs.
Parents, teachers, grandparents, club leaders or anyone who cares
for children will love these scripture-based songs. The craft
activities should be duplicated and used for an activity with a
classroom or with one child. Run the patterns on construction paper
through a plain paper copier or trace them on craft foam.

Have you ever watched
a hummingbird? They always seem to be smiling to me. I love to
watch them as they hover over a flower to drink its nectar, or buzz
around a feeder and drink the scarlet liquid.

The pieces on the
pattern page may be colored, cut out and assembled to make a
hummingbird mobile.

Cut them out and paste
them together, as illustrated below, to make the hummingbird
mobile. Hang your mobile where you can see it every day. Let it be
a reminder to praise Him every day.

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ACTIVITY

Make some of the
musical instruments illustrated below, or you can use 2 pan lids or
a spoon and pan. Make a joyful noise unto the Lord with your
musical instruments. Now sing and play “I’m gonna play.”
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Fill an empty orange juice can half full with
dried beans or rice. Tape the lid shut and you have a shaker.
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Put a piece of wax paper against a comb and
hum through it as you would a kazoo.
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Cut a piece of 1” wide fabric a bit
larger than the student’s wrist. Sew some velcro spots to the ends so it can easily fit around the wrist. Tie
some jingle bells around the edge. Now you have your own wrist bell
instrument.
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Tie some coke bottle caps around the outside
of an aluminum pie pan. Now you have your own tambourine
