PUBLISHING:

 


-
Very hard to break into as an
author

-
Generally handled by a
traditional third-party publisher

-
Results in a respected hard
copy product

-
Physical books have universal
appeal

-
Costly to produce; thousand or
more dollars for smallish print runs

-
Sale price of printed
books is relatively high, averaging over $10.00 US

-
Authors receive editorial
assistance

-
Authors receive design &
marketing support

-
Traditional publishers have
established distribution and sales avenues

-
Author royalties are between
5-15% of the listed price

-
Authors are expected to promote
at their own expense

- Printed books
have short-lived shelf lives; new books are always
arriving

-
No changes or corrections are
possible once the book is printed and must await the next print
run. Most books, however, never have more than one.

E-book sales are
exploding

-
E-books are inexpensive to
produce

E-books can be downloaded for
reading on a computer or mobile screen

E-books can be an online read,
even in multi-media formats, like my paranormal thriller at

E-books can be produced by a
third-party publisher, a third-party publisher plus a self
published author or by the author alone

-
E-books are gaining respect and
audience

-
Author can have editorial
assistance, design and marketing support for a fee

-
Sales/distribution avenues are
limited but growing quickly and broadly

-
Author royalties range between
30% and 70% of the listed price

-
E-readers plus niche computers
suit online, mobile and on screen reading

-
E-books are an excellent second
source of sales for published books

-
Perfect for self-publishing;
author creates, uploads and sells

-
Suits non-traditional styles,
non-traditional formats and non-traditional contents

-
Terrific test marketing
opportunity

-
Has a long life as digital
bookstores have endless space

And most importantly, it's
cool!

TEN SIMPLE STEPS TO SELF-PUBLISH YOUR E-BOOK:

 


STEP 1) WRITE YOUR
BOOK; REWRITE UNTIL IT SHINES

 


A word or two
about copyright. It's
different in every country so you'll have to check. For example, in
Canada and in the United States of America, you do not need to
register your copyright. Once you’ll written something in a
tangible form, the copyright is automatically yours. It is,
however, common practice to display your copyright in this format
on your document: “© Your Name, Year Published” (e.g., © Nicola
Furlong, 2010) OR “© Year Published, Your Name,” (e.g., © 2010,
Nicola Furlong).
