INTRODUCTION

 


JESUS - Your Husband’s Priestly Model

 


The writer of the book of Hebrews says, “But
Christ [Jesus] came as High Priest of the good things to come, with
the greater and more perfect Tabernacle not made with hands, that
is, not of this creation” (Heb. 9:11).

JESUS is the
perfect role model for your husband. Some of the duties of a
priest in the home are: spiritual covering, leadership (the head),
godly authority and correction, repentance on behalf of the family,
use of godly wisdom and discernment, servanthood, humility, prayer
and intercession, as well as love and care for his family.

The Holy Spirit will “...guide him into all
truth” (John 16:13).

Psalm 91 speaks of covering: “He shall cover you with His feathers, and under His wings
you shall take refuge ...” (vs. 4).

Your husband will be your “earthly representative” for your Spiritual Covering.
Ephesians 5:23 states, “For the husband is head of the wife, as
also Christ is head of the church...”

As your spiritual covering, your husband has
the responsibility to pray and intercede for
you.

Jesus serves us continually “...ever living
to make intercession for us” (Heb. 7:25).

Begin praying now for “your
priest’s” godly qualities of the compassion of Jesus, the
goodness of Jesus, the humility of Jesus, the strength of Jesus,
and the wisdom of Jesus.

Hebrews 11:1 states: “Now faith is the
substance of things hoped for, the evidence of things not seen.”
Hebrews 11:3 says, “by faith we understand that the worlds were
framed by the word of God, so that the things which are seen were
not made of things which are visible.” By faith, believing for
your husband’s salvation is necessarily a matter
of speaking it into existence!

Seek and Find

 


1. Jesus is our High Priest and He is your
husband’s role model. The traditional role of a priest was to offer
a blessing (Numbers 6), purify the unclean (Leviticus 15), carry
the Ark of the Covenant (Joshua 3), and teach the law (Leviticus
10). Jesus came as the fulfillment of the roles of Prophet, Priest
and King. According to the book of Romans, Jesus alone does the
following: He satisfies God’s justice, pacifies God’s wrath, and
justifies the sinner. What did Paul have to say in Hebrews 7:22-28?
How long will Jesus serve as our priest? For what does Jesus live
(see verse 25)? What was sacrificed for us so that we might have
eternal representation before God?

 


2. Jesus came as a man to earth and
experienced pain, suffering, and sorrow. He also showed great
compassion and empathy for those He served. Read Hebrews 2:17- 18.
How is Christ able to reach out to your husband and mentor him even
if he does not yet know Him intimately? Can you identify qualities
in your husband that remind you of Jesus? Do we recognize changes
for the better?

 


3. Without Christ as your Savior, you can
possess knowledge and display goodness, but you cannot be
“spiritually led”. What can wives do in the meantime as we wait for
God to work in our husbands? According to Paul, we can pray
Ephesians 1:17-19 over our spouse. What does verse 17 say is the
key to knowing God? How does that compare to what John says in I
John 5:20? Are you convinced that prayer will make a difference in
your spouse’s life? What did Samuel tell the people in I Samuel
12:23? Do we sin against God when we refuse to pray for our spouse?
Why or why not?
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How has God spoken to you in your study of
the Introduction?

Chapter 1

 


You’ve Embraced Christ – Now What?

 


My remarriage in 1982 was closure to
a lonely period of singleness after being divorced for five years.
My new husband was intelligent, caring and romantic, good looking,
had a good long-term career, and kept a clean, well organized
apartment... That was enough for me!

In the spring of 1989 my neighbor had
repeatedly asked me to church and I had repeatedly refused. I
didn’t need church thank you very much, and I
politely made numerous excuses. She, however, didn’t give up. I
eventually gave in and said, “yes”, “only for my son’s sake,” I
reminded her. Well, GOD had other plans!

I was radically saved
that first Sunday morning. I had asked many questions in my Sunday
school class, and during the invitation, I walked the aisle with my
bible study teacher. I remember feeling emotionally worn out that
afternoon. I took my son to the park as my husband was working that
weekend, and I reflected on all that had transpired. Little did I
know God would begin a work in me that
would take me on a spiritual journey I didn’t expect.

Day after day, week after week, month after
month I grew closer to God, hungered for God and began serving Him
from my heart. I took my 21/2 year old son
every time I attended church. My husband would nod his head in
approval and wave as we left each week for church.

The spiritual skirmish had begun.
Don’t underestimate the enemy. I did not fully understand spiritual
warfare and would learn about that as time progressed. I began to
grow in my understanding of God’s Word and how Satan opposes a
couple’s holy union. I would learn about
“putting on the whole armor of God” (Ephesians 6:10-19). I
would learn that “standing firm” was mandatory – not
an option. My spiritual clothing was
necessary for survival as “half of a saved couple”. God desires for
you to become “one flesh” – at the altar and in
the spirit realm. Satan can’t bear the thought of it. This is where your perseverance plays a huge part.

The enemy will mercilessly bombard you with
thoughts, feelings, emotions and physical disdain for your mate.
You must take every thought captive (II
Corinthians 10:5) and stop looking at your mate as the enemy. Don’t
let his actions and words provoke you into disobedience.

Paul writes in Ephesians 4:29, “Let no
corrupt communication proceed out of your mouth, but what is good
for building up, that it may impart grace to the hearers.” Matthew
18:9 states, “and if your eye causes you to sin, pluck it out and
cast it from you.” So it goes with your tongue.

Stop committing spiritual
murder against your mate! Bite it off and cast it away! Don’t
sin by grieving God as you curse the very person God wills
to join you to, as ONE!

 


ANTICIPATION is our greatest

asset in the
fulfillment of your

spouse’s conversion!

 


 


Remember that “the battle is the
Lord’s” (I Samuel 17:47) and earnestly
give the salvation of your mate to God in prayer. Early on
in your conversion it seems easier to be hopeful concerning your
husband’s salvation. You will need an added measure of faith
as the years go by.

In Romans 4:18 Paul refers to Abraham by
saying, “who, contrary to hope, in hope
believed.” This is the type of faith you will need for your
husband’s salvation.

God is your spiritual husband while your
mate is not yet the priest of your home. Your obedience and
submission to Him are essential as God knows our
shortcomings and weaknesses; yet He uses them to perfect us in
waiting. Perseverance is one thing you will need with a “holy dig in your heels” attitude and a “stubbornness in the Lord” towards the salvation of your
mate. Salvation is a personal thing. I had responded to The Lord’s
call, and my husband had his own choice to
make.
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Seek and Find

 


1. Ephesians 6:10 speaks of being “strong in
the Lord and in the power of His might.” How does Paul’s
exhortation compare with what God spoke to Joshua in Joshua
1:9?

 


2. Ephesians 6:11-12 says to “...put on the
whole armor of God, that you may be able to stand against the wiles
of the devil.” What does verse 12 say about our enemy? Where does
the enemy reside? What does Paul say in II Timothy 2:26 about our
state of mind and our venerability?

 


3. In I Samuel 17:37-39 David was blessed
and released by King Saul to go fight the giant Goliath. David
clothed himself with Saul’s armor, helmet, and coat of mail. What
happens when we try to go out “to battle” with natural armor
as opposed to our God-given armor? What made the difference in
David’s approach to his battle with Goliath (vs. 45-47)? What does
Paul say about our armor in II Corinthians 6:7?

 


4. A good soldier keeps his armor in top
condition and checks his weapons frequently for flaws, weaknesses
and defects. Ephesians 6:13 says to “take up the whole armor of
God...” Read Ephesians 6:14-17 and name each piece of armor and
identify its function. Which pieces are defensive in nature, and
which ones are offensive? Can we be fully protected if we’re
missing one piece? Why or why not? According to Hebrews 4:12, what
does Paul say about our most important weapon?

 


5. II Corinthians 10:3-5 teaches that our
warfare is spiritual in nature. Natural (or worldly) methods and
weapons are not effective. How does this correlate to what Paul
addresses in Ephesians 6:12? Remember, your mate is not the
enemy. How is your obedience to Christ as your “spiritual
Commander” effective against the devil’s tactics? What is the
outcome when we follow God’s ways?

 


6. What is “faith in action”? In James 2:14,
James makes the point that we can say we have
faith. Hebrews 11:1 says, “Now faith is the substance of things
hoped for, the evidence of things not seen”. How does Hebrews 11:1
compare with Romans 8:24-25? What is James’ main point in James
2:17-24? Do you think our part is to help God, or let Him use
us to bring Him glory?
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How has God spoken to you in your study of
Chapter 1?

Chapter 2

 


The “Abigail Syndrome”

 


The traditional story of “Abigail” in I
Samuel 25 is a familiar one. Abigail was married to Nabal, a man of
means who treated her and everyone else like dirt. Though Nabal was
descended from Caleb, he shared none of his virtues. When King
David heard that her husband Nabal reviled his men, he was ready to
kill him and his household. Abigail went out to meet David with
humility and gifts. David highly praised Abigail’s courage and
advice. Nabal soon died upon hearing what took place after his
drunken binge. Abigail became David’s wife when he proposed after
learning of Nabal’s fate. Abigail would now reside with the King in
a “fairy tale” ending.

Not so fast... Don’t be “caught up”
in the Abigail syndrome. I believe God has a New Testament
application for those of us who stand in the gap for our
unbelieving husbands. Let’s look at what this passage does
not represent:

We don’t pray that our husbands will “drop
dead” so we can marry a believer as that would not be in God’s
perfect will for us. Neither do we hope he’ll die from a heart
attack to “pay him back” for his evil ways. God has a better plan.
I believe this would be the God honoring
scenario for the wife who believes for her husband’s salvation.

 


Divorce for me
was NOT an

option. I often said, “I am getting

a new husband with the

same man - GOD has
promised

me that!

 


 


Abigail was a woman of good understanding.
(I Samuel 25:3). Godly wisdom and understanding promote knowing
God’s will. Isaiah 11:2 is a picture of the Holy
Spirit for us today:

“The Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon
[us], the Spirit of wisdom and understanding, the Spirit of counsel
and might, the Spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord.” We
must be in tune with what God would have us do with regards to our
mate. Daily prayer and being in God’s Word helps us to know God’s
will.

Interestingly, when David sent his men to
ask favor and provision from Nabal, he was indifferent and
inquired: “Who is David, and who is the son of Jesse?... Shall I
then take my bread and my water and my meat
...and give it to men when I do not know where they are from?” (I
Samuel 25:10-11). Likewise, your husband, just as Nabal, doesn’t
know the King yet.

Often times it is difficult to tithe, attend
every church service, or be at every Bible study or function
because your husband doesn’t see a need for you
to participate or share you with God. Be patient. He must
see your commitment and desire to be with God’s people and
in God’s presence.

Nabal was a self-made man who was very
prideful and greedy. Reading Jesus’ parable of the rich fool in
Luke 12:16-20, we see similarities.

Nabal was not thankful for anything, nor
recognized God’s hand of provision at all. Your husband may be
“rich and full of worldly things.” His equating “good things
& provision” to GOD are foreign. Only GOD can change his
heart and priorities as you pray for his
spiritual enlightenment (Ephesians 1:18). Pray
for God to woo him by His Spirit into a curiosity and awareness of
the things of God.

Unlike King David who planned to wipe out
Nabal’s lineage, God has compassion and mercy on our
spouses. He is “not willing that any should perish, but that
all should come to repentance” (II Peter 3:9). God wills that your spouse join you in “holy union.”
The apostle Paul states in I Corinthians 7:14, 16 “for the
unbelieving husband is sanctified by the wife ...for how do you
know, O wife, whether you will save your husband?”

When Abigail heard what Nabal had done, she
quickly prepared an offering for King David. Our offering
brought to our King is a humble heart, a willing
& submissive spirit, and unwavering obedience. We
intercede on our husband’s behalf by meeting the King of
Kings.

King David praised Abigail for her good
sense and devotion: “Blessed be the Lord God of Israel, who
sent you this day to meet me! And blessed is your advice and
blessed are you, because you have kept me this day from
coming to bloodshed... unless you had hastened and come to meet me,
surely by morning light no males would have been left to Nabal” (I
Samuel 25:32-34). David would have wiped out Nabal’s name but it
was God’s desire to “promote a Godly
lineage.” Abigail’s actions and attitude spared Nabal but Nabal
didn’t recognize her sacrifice. Our sacrifice on our spouse’s
behalf is unwavering faith and persistent prayers offered up
to the Throne of Grace. GOD always takes notice of
devotion!

Nabal died soon after hearing the whole
matter; “His heart died within him, and he became like a stone” (I
Samuel 25:37). The world does make man like stone and cold to
the things of God. Pray for your husband as
in Ezekiel 36:26: “I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit
within you; I will take the heart of stone out of your flesh and
give you a heart of flesh.” His spiritual death
needs to be recognized by his flesh. When your husband dies to
himself, it will be so God can raise him up
with “resurrection power” to be the Godly priest of your
home [God] intended! Just as David took Abigail to be his wife,
so your husband will take unto himself a wife as
God intended to be, spiritually joined in Holy union.
“...and they shall become one flesh” (Genesis 2:24).
