Blythe / Ekuserentotaipu "Bericheriberi" Introduction to use custom tools
Mainly worked with include the following custom. The custom content and unnecessary, so I think you can substitute some of your existing ones even in the absence, please try to see it as a reference level.

Precision screwdriver
[Purpose] I used to dismantle the head part.

Art knife or cutter
[Purpose] scalp, eyelids off, after Mori Sculpting Putty lip, used to adjust the length of eyelashes.
Nose pliers and tweezers

[Purpose] used to remove the inner spring.

Mr. Dilute liquid color (manufacturer: Cleos)
[Lacquer (solvent) only solvent paint]
[Purpose] face parts, parts and eyelids, to drop the paint used Aipatsu.
For reference, only water-based paint solvents (such as dilution of Tamiya color, use the drop liquid paint), and there was something overlooked and 落Seru.

Waterproof paper or sandpaper / # 1000, # 1500, # 2000
[Purpose] used to adjust the amount of eye holes cut cheek and chin.
In addition, the powder used to the pastel.
[Description] # cut scour the 1000 count, with cut wounds earlier if the # 1500, # I finished in 2000, feeling that I will use it.

Melamine Sponge
[Purpose] I used to finish after filing a cliff. Waterproof paper (sandpaper) # If you have more than 1800 even without OK.
Swab
Swabs, makeup brushes

Purpose - Using cotton swabs are used to put color in general work. Makeup brushes are used to put in place a wide range of colors like blush and pastel color mix.

Pastel
[Purpose] will work to make the overall color of the face material.
(What's left of the image drawing average of 100, is used to use, color is an okay, I crawl (-_-), Experience - and not so recommended.)

Watercolor pencil
[Purpose] I used to put lip wrinkles.

Water-based acrylic paint
Aqueous Hobby Color / Brand: Cleos
[Purpose] is working at a paint with pastel makeup. Clear / gloss can be used instead of lip gloss.
By the way, comes from the same manufacturer "Mr." Color is "lacquer (solvent) Acrylic paint" is. You can use both smell is tight. Then, drawing and, after use with water-based paint here, Dari color bleeding, please note that it may cause problems such as paint and blend colors on.
