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 Chapter 1:
Introduction

Many people are interested in the secret to
wealth and riches. The phrase ”the secret” is used to sell millions
of books with various methods described that are supposed to give
you an instant windfall. This book is not like those books for one
simple reason: it contains the specific strategies used by the rich
to build wealth.

The great automobile
manufacturer, assembly line innovator and one-time richest man in
the world, Henry Ford once said: “Whether you think you can or
whether you think you can't. You're always right.” Believing in
your own ability to accomplish great things is the number one trait
of wealth building people. Believing in a predetermined destiny
that has been set-up for you to stumble through life in darkness is
not one.

Just think, if you miss out on your one and only
chance to do something great then what will you do with the rest of
your life?

I'd also
like to add: If you don't know the road you need to take, then how
will you get to your destination? Driving yourself through the
perilous maze of right turns and lefts turns, u-turns and dead
ends; you had better know the best road to take to avoid the
potholes and gridlock along the way.

Authors such as Robert Kiyosaki who penned

quit your job and work for yourself. I disagree with this totalist
attitude. You can make it any way you want to. You can work for a
company, work for yourself or be a full-time investor. Any of these
paths can lead to great wealth and self-sufficiency.

Do not let anyone tell you that you must
follow their way or it won't happen for you. This author believes
that anyone who uses the right techniques can accomplish great
things regardless of the life story they have to tell. Reading this
book will not require you to become a follower of me either. I will
show you how to choose your own incredible yet true story of wealth
accomplishment. If you want to follow a traditional course of
working for a reputable co. because of the security and benefits
then do so, just add the right strategy to increase your net worth.
You can be a professor who gets rich or an entrepreneur who becomes
wealthy, it's all up to you. There is no one path to success.

If you are looking for an idol philosophy to
follow, you will be disappointed by this book. If you're looking to
find your own way, then you will find it. You will need to know the
best strategies of the super rich to get you there and that is
exactly what this book will teach you. Do what someone else did if
it suits you, but simply idolizing and copying someone great will
not get you what they have.

Just Say No to Robert Kiyosaki's advice, his
book should not be used to inspire the kids or teach them financial
information. There are at least 9 powerful ways to become a more
financially stable person that should be taught to every 16 year
old before they leave high school. The problems of overspending and
credit card debt getting out of control is a serious problem in our
society today. If kids had this information they would be
infinitely more equipped to deal with the world that is about to
become very real to them. A story about a Rich Guy who dropped out
of school at 13 is definitely not the kind of motivation that our
kids need. At age 13, is there anything you can sell besides
drugs?

I would like to reiterate that there is no
one way to obtain wealth. If you want to be a more intelligent
person then you use your natural abilities to learn. You put those
abilities together with the best study techniques and you get
smarter and smarter. The same goes for physical ability, the same
goes for wealth.

You could get rich quick or it could take you
half your life. You could marry a rich person or receive a huge
inheritance from a distant relative you never knew. You could
invent something that changes the world and you become an overnight
success. There is no one way to achieve success just like there is
no one way to define it. Everyone's life is as varied as the
millions and millions of living things on this earth.

You know that deep down in your heart that
anyone who tries to promise you or give you a guarantee that they
can show you the foolproof way to get rich quick is full of crap.
You know it, and I know it even though sometimes we fall for the
scam because it's easy. But you also know that life is not always
easy. Often times it's very hard, but no matter what it throws at
you and no matter how hard it may seem to be at times; you control
your outlook.

When you conclude reading this book you
should have a new perspective on how to accomplish your goals, a
strategic plan for doing it and a new understanding of the best
ways to accomplish them. You will know how to think for yourself
and make your own choices.

The most important thing to do in starting a
business up is writing a business plan. You almost can't get going
without one. First you draft your mission statement. Then you write
your strategic statement and finally you need the execution of the
strategy statement. This is the same type of formula that you can
use to make your “business plan” for your life. Or you could call
it your plan for success. (SEE Appendix A: Jobs & Income Survey
and Appendix B: Super Rich People)

What do you want to accomplish? That is your
mission statement. You could say something like: I want to be rich,
but that will not work for a good plan because it is too vague. All
of the exact details must be included. A better mission statement
would be: I want to possess 1 million dollars in 5 years. This
statement is specific, but you could make it even better by saying:
I want to possess assets worth 750 thousand dollars and 250
thousand dollars in cash money in 5 years. This statement is the
most detailed and the most likely to work.

Next you need to write your strategic
statement. This is the general explanation of what you need to do
to accomplish your mission. You will need to research the tasks
required to get the job done in the allotted time period. This is
what businesses do to keep people motivated to reach their
quarterly projections. You could say something like: I will get a
job doing _______ making a $_______ a year salary and I will invest
_______ dollars every year and make _______ dollars in interest or
dividends from that investment.

Final Step: First I will apply for a position
at ___________ making $_______ dollars a year salary. I will
contact _______ to set-up an investment account. I will order a
financial research newsletter from _______. I will invest $_______
dollars every year into a _______ account. I will spend $_______
dollars every year on my household expenses and personal needs.

Following a set list of tasks to achieve your
ultimate goal is the best way to reach your dreams.

 Chapter 3: Your
Life Philosophy

The ancient Egyptians believed that if you
toiled your whole life away in poverty, giving away any extra money
you came by and suffered, you would be rewarded with a workless
existence where everything is handed to you on a silver platter in
the after your life “other world.” In other words you don't get the
reward until after death. So they built huge shrines to house their
dead pharaohs and the pharaohs ordered their servants to be killed
and entombed with them after their death so that they would have
their service in the after their life as well.

They also did not leave inheritances because
all their stuff needed to be buried with them to be able to have it
in their after their life. Thus the next generation always had it
just as tough as the preceding one. The trinity of Father (Osiris),
Son (Horus) and Holy Mother (Isis) held the fate of all mankind in
their hands.

If you were a good person, when you died your
heart was placed on one side of a scale against a feather on the
other side and it was measured as being lighter than the feather
because of good deeds. Then you were granted new life in the other
world forever. If you were a bad person in life, then your heart
would be measured as heavier than a feather and then you were
punished by having a jackal eat your heart and your mummy which
resulted in you remaining dead forever.

This belief served the pharaohs well since it
kept the populace docile and obedient. They slaved away building
temples and pyramids to fulfill the outsized egos of their kings
and never strove for wealth. If the serfs ever protested because of
the great toil and poverty that they had to endure then they were
reminded of the future rewards after death. It was their life
philosophy of a workless other world that made suffering acceptable
to the peasants and slaves. The priests of this faith made a
comfortable living off of preaching it to the masses while
producing no evidence of it's validity. Nice scam, right?

Another Utopian dream that has been sold to
people is that if you give up the right to ownership of your house,
land and property and let the government own all the most important
businesses then everyone will be equal. Everyone will get the same
treatment and poverty will disappear forever. The thing about this
scam is that when you eliminate the motivation of self-interest;
people become slugs.

The government employees don't get a pay
check based on the equality creed, they are the new masters because
now they control the majority of people in the country who can not
choose any other way to get their basic needs. They have no choice
but to accept what is offered. Whom do they complain to? The
government? The government controls the life and death needs of
every person in the land and all the resources. Even better scam,
right?

Equality of position for all people in
society is a common theme of many communist doctrines, but it is
all complete nonsense. You can not guarantee the desire of one
man/woman will be equal to the desire of another. If I want it more
than you, then I will most likely get it before you. The only way
all the people will have the same things is to force the superior
persons to downgrade to the mid-level or poor person. That is not a
fair system because it destroys the human spirit and it is a
definite violation of the basic individual human rights to be free.
Many millions of people were killed and robbed during Bolshevik
revolutions just because they were perceived as being rich or upper
middleclass. It is a sickness of the mind to think that you are
helping society by forcing everyone to become equal by firing squad
and piracy. If you want to be lazy and another person wants to work
diligently then that is each person's basic human right.

There is no way to completely eliminate the
differences in status, even when you have a whole new societal
system; but you can choose to be better. Only the right strategies
can make your life the way you want it to be. A theocratic monarchy
or a dictatorship is a hard society to advance in, but in a free
society; you can have it in life. The one and only life you're ever
going to get. Don't get fooled again! Follow what “they” do and
you'll stay on the bottom, but follow what the rich do and you'll
come out closer to the top.

As a result of your efforts; you reap what
you sow. Just as a cherry tree produces cherries and a grapevine
produces grapes. A good farmer harvests what he/she has planted in
an earlier season in a later season. A well-informed person makes
decisions that are statistically superior to the uninformed
person's decisions. There is an old saying that goes: It's not what
you know, it's who you know. But in most cases, that is not
correct. Who you know can help you, but what you know or what you
think you know is definitely the bigger factor.

And your life philosophy is the most
important factor of all. It is how you see the world and yourself
inside it. If you believe that you were created to serve a purpose
that you can never really know then you harm yourself at every
turn. If you believe that you are the master of your own destiny
then you keep your options open and stay free to pursue whatever it
is that you may be able to do to give yourself enjoyment and
accomplishment. Whatever you want in life should be yours as long
as it does not harm or infringe upon the rights to freedom of
someone else. You are not born evil or fallen from grace. You are
born free and you are born impressionable.

That is why if you were told that you were
inter urinas et faeces nasimur - born between urine and feces or
born between piss and sh*t (between the urethra and the anus is the
vagina which leads to the birth canal) then you would probably have
a very negative outlook on life. Even though there is nothing
negative about natural birth, the way you say it makes all the
difference. If you were told that a wife is a man's property, must
be obedient to him and never deny him sex, cooking & cleaning
and silence; then you will probably not believe that you have the
right to have the same respect as men.

Woman are just as capable as men in many
capacities. Of course there are certain things such as physical
tasks where the majority of women are not as proficient as the
average man, but that is not unnatural. Even in the inequality
between men and women there is equality in mental ability, so women
should not think that they are the inferior sex. But if you are
indoctrinated from birth to believe that you are a subordinate or a
servant then how can you see the truth of self-prophecy?

Differences of gender are natural, child
birth through the birth canal is natural; but flawed dogma can
crush a flower before it even has a chance to grow tall. Just as
plants need good soil, water and sunlight to grow. The chlorophyll
that makes them green also makes their food from the sunlight, the
minerals in the soil and the water. It all adds up to just the
right combination. Delete part of the equation or add some foul
ingredient in and it dies.

That is why your life philosophy is so very
important to your ability to have success. If you can't see it
coming true then you are holding yourself back. And don't blame
your parents for your failures either. They may have caused you to
believe a stupid thing when you were little, but now that you're an
adult it's totally up to you. What you think about yourself is what
you let yourself become. You're a work in progress, no person is
cast in stone at birth. Your mold is being shaped at every turn.
You've got to be sculptor of your own manifest destiny and the
architect of your own edifice of life.

Do you have a say in what happens to you or
is it controlled by something? Are you the victim of fate or do you
make your own way in life? Answer these questions the right way and
it could equal a life of greatness. But answer them the wrong way
and you will wallow in the mire. Mud and dirt will be your reward
for a job well done of telling yourself that you can't instead of
telling yourself that you can. The number one person that you will
hear saying things to you, is you. So tell yourself that you have
the strength to keep going. Tell yourself that it is not going to
stop you. Tell yourself that everything is going to turn out right.
You will get everything your heart desires.

It may sound funny, but some people have been
trained to accept negativity in so much of their communication that
it feels more natural than positive. Have you ever heard someone
say any of the following: I'm no good at _______. I'll never get
_______. I'm too _______ to be accepted. I'm too busy to _______.
I'm too scared to _______. I can't _______. I'm not smart enough to
_______. I can't afford _______. I'm too young to _______. I'm too
old to _______. I don't have any help to _______. I will have too
much family drama if I try to _______. I always fail at _______.
How can this person ever overcome if they won't have faith in their
self? No one else will believe in you if you can't believe in you
either. To Be or not to Be, that may have been the question in
William Shakespeare's Hamlet, but to be great or to be average is a
question of life philosophy.

If you were scarred as a child and now you
can't get the thought that you are stupid or sinful or too short or
too poor or too plain or too ethnic out of your mind, please seek
therapy if you need it. It can be a very tough thing to get over
early childhood programing. Remember that many young children are
taught to believe in a jolly old saint who brings presents to small
children 6 days before the end of the year for being good and
brings a lump of coal to them for being bad. This story is based on
a real person, Saint Nickolas of Myra who was legendary in Europe,
that did give to the needy in his area; but he wasn't able to fly a
sleigh all over the world led by a reindeer with a bioluminescent
red nose.

Kids are told this lie, but they believe it
because they don't know any better. Little children are put in a
rather weird predicament by being born innocent. They can't
decipher between a crazy fairytale and a scientifically proven
fact, because they are naturally prone to trust their parents as
authority figures. Almost anything will be believed by a child when
it comes from parents, grandparents or teachers at a very early
stage of their development. So you have to kill the demons inside
with the grown-up of your inner child. Don't let the fairytales of
yourself dictate who you get to be. It may sound like the truth,
but if it has not gone through the scientific method of proof then
leave it alone.

Your story won't be final until it's final;
or as it is colloqially stated: It's not over 'til the fat lady
sings. Rewrite your script if it won't allow you to become a better
person then some one else thought you'd be. Give your life
expectency a revision of vision if it needs a new plot twist to
make the hero get the girl/guy and run the villain out of town. The
good guy always wins in the movies and you can win too. But not if
you can't see it through, and not if someone else's negative story
of you is still playing in your head. Or if your own self-limiting
feature presentation is stopping your progress.

It has been said many times before, and will
probably be said after now many more times. William Shakespeare's
other well-known quote from Hamlet states:

This above all: to thine own self be true

Be true to your own greatness. Have faith in
the unseen things that you will accomplish in the future. Plan your
future and you will predict it better than any tarot card reader or
i-ching practitioner. My life philosophy states that: I can
accomplish anything that I really set my mind to and work
diligently to achieve. You need a really great life philosophy too.
Take the time to formulate one.

It will take you to the outer regions of the
universe that formed so many billions of years ago and back. You
will see the most minute of particles that were never seen with the
naked eye and thought to be evil spirits causing disease for
millions of years before humanity evolved and discovered the real
hidden mystery of microbes; and even more.

 Chapter 4:
You've Got to Be Free

This book is called Wealth Building
Strategies of the Super Rich and I'm pretty sure you are expecting
to be told a series of things that you can do to get rich and build
wealth. That is ultimately the purpose of this publication, but
first we have to make sure you are ready to put these strategies
into practice. You've got to be free. The Beatles said that in Come
Together. But what do I mean? You've got to be free. Well, you've
got to be free to try different ways and means. You've got to be
free to accept different theories that might not be the commonly
accepted approach. You've got to be free to follow your own
path.

Freedom is a word commonly used by people who
are not free. They want to be free from oppression. They are
oppressed because they can't vote, they can't love who they want,
they can't believe the way they want, they can't divorce a spousal
abuser without being shunned and some of the times they can't do
anything they want because someone else owns them like a beast of
burden.

If you do have freedom then you are not bound
to someone's service, you can believe what you want, you can love
whom you want and you can vote for what you want. That is what
every oppressed person wants. Your belief system is just like this
analogy. You are either oppressed by it or you are free because of
it. If you are free then you make your own luck, no need to believe
in lucky numbers, socks, or days. No need to be oppressed by lucky
streaks and losing streaks that are beyond your control. You are
not oppressed by elusive four-leaf clovers that grant good tidings
and withhold them at their own discernment.

Life is exactly the way you think that it can
be. If your parents were very poor and they told you that you'd be
poor your whole life then you probably think that you'll be poor
your whole life. It's not really the way it has to be, but it's
your early programing. If you got good grades, had lots of friends,
never got in trouble and got accepted into college with no need to
pay your own way, then you'd have a pretty good outlook on your
future. It's not a guarantee, but it's a product of your early
programing.

Everybody got some sort of programing as a
child. It could be helping you right now or hurting you. Sometimes
people in our lives did damage to us unintentionally because that
is the way they were taught as a child too. It is your job to
determine whether your early programing is predominately positive
or predominately negative. If it is encouraging or discouraging? Is
it elitist or defeatist? You may think that is a strange question
because elitist is usually looked at as negative, but that is
because you were taught that forced equality is a good thing. But
you don't need to do anything to keep people lesser or greater than
you.

Remember the Law of Polarity? If there is
hot, there must be cold, if there is light, there is also dark and
if there is rich then there must be poor. And I know you're saying
to yourself: “What about middle class? Your theory is wrong.” Well,
actually the law does provide for the middle ground as well. Yes,
protons, neutrons and electrons have to exist, but you know that
the middle class are just as susceptible to instant poverty as the
poor. One bad thing like a job loss or a serious medical condition
can change day into night. It's going to continue to happen whether
you like it or not. There is nothing you can do about it but try to
stay on the right side of the spectrum.

That is why I say that being elitist is not a
bad thing. If you understand just how hard it is to pull yourself
up out of the gutter, then you would not want your kids to get
pulled back down into it. You would never want your children to
have a harder life than you did. If you see this from the other
side where the grass is greener, then you'd probably see it as just
a protection mechanism. So therefore elitism should be defined as:
The desire to associate with highlyrated people and that which is
superior. It does not mean that you employ actions to keep certain
people down.

Remember, you don't control what other
people's desires are. Your inaction or action can not make everyone
rich or poor. But if you do try to keep other people down, then you
should become aware of the Law of Karma - what you do unto others
will be done unto you. You will be repaid for your actions with an
equal and swift reaction. What comes around goes around.

Most rich people know what it takes to stay
rich and one of those things is to not make the same choices as
non-rich people. Your hard and smart work will be rewarded if you
follow the right strategies. Rich people follow certain strategies
and middle class people follow certain strategies and of course
poor people usually follow certain ways too.

It is your challenge to figure out what the
best ways are and how to implement them into your life. You want to
be on the right side of the spectrum or you wouldn't be reading
this book. You might not want to accept what is said here about the
other side of the spectrum, but I know you don't want to test it
out personally. No sane person wants to be poor. Have you ever
thought about that? Only kooks want to be penniless and have to beg
for their meals and receive give aways for their wardrobe.

No one but a fool wants to be a poor person.
Being poor means you don't always have enough to eat. Sometimes it
means you don't have a place to call your home. It could mean that
your clothing is worn-out or very cheap and tacky. You are
sometimes looked at as unintelligent just because your pockets are
empty. Many poor people do not have access to good medical care and
their health suffers because of it. It is not unheard of for poor
people to die from common diseases that most people would receive
treatment for and survive. Such is the life of many poorer people.
You don't want this life.

You don't want the middle class life of
living pay check to pay check either. A 30 year mortgage that can
not be missed 3 times in a row without it going into default and
then you loose everything you have put into it. You no longer have
a home or technically you no longer have a house to call your own.
Even though it was never yours to begin with. The company that owns
it is letting you pay them for it over a long time period, but it's
not like buying something from a store. When you pay for it, it's
yours; you own the deed to it instantly. Not so with a
mortgage.

Middle class should be a place you visit on
your way to a city called Wealthy. If you are like most people, you
want a decent income and a decent place to live. You want yourself
and your children to receive good health care and to dress in
clothing that is decent as well. You may not have it all, but you
do have something. That is not a bad life, but there is much more
if you ask for it. Just like the poem entitled My Wage by Jesse
Rittenhouse that goes:






I bargained with Life for a penny,

And Life would pay no more,

However I begged at evening

When I counted my scanty store;

For Life is a just employer,

He gives you what you ask,

But once you have set the wages,

Why, you must bear the task.

I worked for a menial's hire,

Only to learn, dismayed,

That any wage I had asked of Life,

Life would have paid.






So is the message getting through to you now?
Your life is what you make of it. Make it all that you want it to
be or it will be whatever randomly happens to you. Don't ask life
for the best and you will probably not receive it. So when I say:
You've got to be free. Understand it like a cactus understands that
it must keep the water that it absorbs during a rare rainfall for a
non rainy day. Understand it like a worker bee understands that to
protect the hive it must sting anything that disturbs it and
afterwards it will surely die.

Understand that freedom of mind is the
opposite of the catholic church's oppression of the Renaissance's
great astrologer Copernicus. He theorized that the earth was not
the center of the solar system, but was in fact just a satellite of
the all-mighty SUN. Nonsense the Vatican said. “The mind of a man
can not know things that have not been explained thousands of years
ago in stories compiled by celibate eunuchs hundreds of years after
they were first written.”

And of course the free person's mind was
superior to the staid, dogmatic person's illogical mind. Freedom, I
can't speak on it enough.

You are the epitome
of the great warrior of the past transformed into the high net
worth hero of today. If things get hard, you get harder. You let
the heat forge your core into a new alloy much stronger than nature
ever intended. You stand defiant against the whirlwinds and all the
storms that will try to blow you off course. The real secret to
success is to never give up and never let anything or anyone
outside of yourself stop you from reaching your dreams.

Microsoft Corporation was started on the 15th
of September 1975 by Bill Gates, current richest person in the
world 2009 and Paul Allen when they created the first version of
MICROSOFT BASIC software for the MITS Altair; the first personal
computer. In this same year, New York City ran into budget
shortfalls and became severely over-extended. Their financial
crisis got so bad that President Ford had to sign the NYC Seasonal
Financing Act, which released $2.3 billion in loans to the city.
The government continued to issue loan guarantees and direct loans
to support the fiscally-troubled city until 1986.

All the loans, and fees have been repaid
since that time and of course New York City has been fine since
then. Microsoft's Windows operating system has allowed it to become
one of the most successful companies in history despite being
started the same year as a huge financial crisis.

The Allstate Corporation was started in April
1931 by insurance broker Carl L. Odell. He proposed the idea to
Sears, Roebuck and Co. president and CEO Robert E. Wood. The idea
for the company was to sell auto insurance by direct mail through
the Sears catalog. Odell suggested that selling insurance by mail
order could greatly reduce the costs by eliminating commissions
paid to salesmen. The idea appealed to Mr. Wood, and he passed the
proposal on to the Sears board of directors, whose members were
also intrigued by the concept and the Allstate company was
born.

You are probably very aware of what happened
in 1929; the Stock Market crashed and then during the first 10
months of 1930, 744 US banks failed (All in all, 9,000 banks failed
during the 1930s) and it set off the Great Depression that lasted
until 1940 when the US entered WWII. Allstate went on to become the
2nd largest insurance co. in the U.S., despite being started during
the Great Depression.

The great industrialist, and quite possibly
the richest person who ever lived, John D. Rockefeller of Standard
Oil said shortly after the crash of 1929 that:






These are days when many are discouraged. In
the 93

years of my life, depressions have come and
gone.

Prosperity has always returned and will
again.

--- John D. Rockefeller






That's the attitude of a winner, even when
the whole world is saying: “Woe is me, the sky is falling.” You
have to be able to see the cloud with the silver lining hiding
behind the dark storm clouds looking ominously right before your
eyes. The ability to stand strong in the face of adversity is by
far one of the most valuable traits necessary to find your golden
goose that keeps laying golden nuggets of wealth.

Diamond, emerald and ruby showers will pour
down upon the person with the iron will to follow his/her plan for
success to fruition.

Plant the seeds in good soil, water them
daily, make sure they get the proper sunlight and watch them grow.
When the time is right, they will feed you well. Repeat the process
and they will feed you for a lifetime. The rains won't always fall
when you want them to and the bugs will try to eat your crops as
well, but if you keep the resolve even when everyone else is saying
that all is lost; you will reap the greatest harvest.

All the knowledge that you have acquired
through your conscience effort and your brain's non conscience
efforts will assist you. They call this “common sense”, and you
should never ignore the voice in your head telling you that
something is just not right or sounds a little out of tune or
smells a little fishy. Allowing your common sense to guild you
through the perilous journey of your life will give you a benefit
that most people could have, but ignore. Conventional wisdom
teaches that book knowledge is always greater, but I don't think so
in all cases.

You must allow your super-conscience mind,
that is always recording and indexing everything around you below
your level of conscienceness, to speak out when something is out of
sync with your plan for success and your life philosophy. This will
save you and keep you from harm when you least expect it. So listen
to your heart as well as your head in every endeavor. Keep your
strong will and determination. The goals will become easier and
easier with each successive accomplishment.

Oprah Winfrey is the mogul of Harpo
Productions, actor, author, magazine publisher and talk show host
of the Oprah Winfrey Show that airs in 140 countries. She is the
first African-American woman to become a billionaire and she is
worth about 3 billion at print time and growing. She started life
in Kosciusko, Mississippi; being born to two very poor unmarried
teenage parents. Her conception was due to a single sexual
encounter between them, they broke up shorty after she was born.
Her mother, Vernita Lee, was a housemaid, and her father, Vernon
Winfrey was in the Armed Forces when she was born. He was also a
coal miner, then he worked as a barber before becoming a city
councilman.

After her birth, Oprah moved with her mother
to live with her grandmother, Hattie Mae Lee, for the first six
years of her life. She was so poor that she often wore dresses made
of potato sacks, and the local children made fun of her. Her
grandmother taught her to read before the age of three. At age six,
she moved to an inner-city neighborhood in Milwaukee, Wisconsin
with her mother. Her mother worked very long hours as a maid and
didn't have much time for her so as a result was much less
supportive and encouraging of her than her grandmother had
been.

Oprah revealed to her viewers on a 1986
episode of her TV show about sexual abuse, that she was molested by
her cousin, her uncle, and a family friend, starting when she was
nine years old. After suffering many years of abuse, at 13 she
decided to run away from home, but came back shortly. When she was
14, she became pregnant, but her son died a few weeks after birth.
After this, her mother sent her to live with her father Vernon
Winfrey in Nashville, Tennessee.

Vernon gave her a very strict home life, but
he was very encouraging of her educational necessity. She became an
honors student, was voted Most Popular Girl, joined her high school
speech team at East Nashville High School, and placed second in the
nation in dramatic interpretation. She won an oratory contest,
which won her a full scholarship to the historically black college,
Tennessee State University, where she studied communication.

At age 17 she won the Miss Black Tennessee
beauty pageant and she also scored a job with the local black radio
station, WVOL, which hired her to do the news part-time. She worked
there during her senior year of high school, and also while in her
first two years at TSU. She became the youngest news anchor and the
first black female news anchor at Nashville's WLAC-TV. She moved to
Baltimore in 1976 to work at WJZ-TV where she co-anchored the six
o'clock news. After then she was recruited to join Richard Sher as
co-host of WJZ's local talk show: People Are Talking, which
premiered on August 14, 1978. She also hosted the local version of
Dialing for Dollars there as well.

In 1983, Ms. Winfrey relocated to Chicago to
host WLSTV's low-rated half-hour morning talk-show: AM Chicago. The
first episode aired on January 2nd, 1984. Within months after she
took over the show it went from last place in the ratings to
overtaking Donahue as the highest rated talk show in Chicago. It
was subsequently renamed The Oprah Winfrey Show, it was expanded to
a full hour, and was broadcast nationally beginning on September
8th, 1986.

She said on her 20th anniversary show that
movie critic and former beau Roger Ebert was the one who convinced
her to sign a syndication deal with King World. He predicted that
she would generate 40 times as much revenue as his TV show, At the
Movies. Her syndicated show quickly doubled it's national audience
and displaced Donahue as the number one day-time talk show in
America.

In 1993 Oprah hosted a rare prime-time
interview with the late singer/entertainer Michael Jackson, which
became the most watched interview ever and the fourth most watched
event in American television history with an audience of one
hundred million. In 1996 she started O magazine which usually
features her picture only on every cover and Oprah's Book Club
which has become one of the most influential in the world. Her
endorsement almost guarantees the book will become a best-seller.
She gives millions to charitable causes and she invested $40
million to start Oprah Winfrey Leadership Academy for Girls near
Johannesburg, South Africa, which opened in January 2007.

This woman's life story is the epitome of
overcoming adversity. She is the most influential and powerful
woman on earth. If you can't achieve anything beyond mediocrity
after reading this story then you need to close this book up right
now and sit on your hands for the rest of your life.
















 Chapter 6: Rich
People Vs. Poor People

The times they are a' changin' Bob Dillon
sings in one of his most popular songs. He was right, but the times
don't change very much for those that have large amounts of money.
They keep making more of it and poor people keep making less of it.
Of course we live in a free society where anyone who works enough
towards changing their situation can become more financially
well-endowed. Anyone from the basement tenement can grow-up to
build his skyscraper taller and broader than the world has ever
seen. Few of us ever soars from rags to riches, but there is
nothing stopping it.

You know what they mean when they say: this
is the land of opportunity? They are telling you that we don't
enforce a cast system; which is good for us, not so good for the
12th century adherents in other parts of the world. We
understand that ancient people did not know everything, did they?
They did know that building big strong (stone) structures that last
for a very long time are better than weak (wood or aluminum)
structures that are cheap to make, but fall easily. But they did
not understand the full capabilities of the human brain to
understand nature and themselves.

So what is it about rich people that makes
them rich? Is it in the genes or can you get some of that too?
Well, I will tell you from my research and observation; they have
ways and means that are concentrated on making money. Rich people
invest time and money on the science of making money and keeping
money. They usually attend college to learn a trade that pays more
than the average salary. They do not choose to labor physically at
most of their jobs either. Let me explain further.

Rich people craft their plan for success from
an early age with the intent to find a job that pays a larger sum
of money than the average pay grade. While it is good to choose a
career that you truly enjoy as in the saying:






Choose a job you love, and you will never
have to work a

day in your life.

--- Confucius






You should definitely look at a career choice
from it's potential to enrich your life with a greater sense of
capital. Love what you do and get paid more. Consider the
advancement potential as well. It will give you fulfillment to be
able to give to those you love and the less fortunate if you
choose. Find a job you love so that it feels like you're not
working. That is the message that Confucius was trying to convey.
But I feel that it suggests that people do not want to have to work
so they should choose the least unenjoyable job is the real
message. To not have to work at all is the real goal.

Or you could say that people do not want to
work very hard to maintain their lives. That is why so many
pie-in-the-sky scams have been sold to people over the centuries.
Do not let it happen to you. Learn what you have to do to get what
it is you want out of life. No one can tell you what you should
want and no one can guarantee that if you do exactly the same
things as them then you'll get the same results. All anyone can
ever do for someone else on a path of wealth discovery is provide
some good advice and the financial education that is essential to
success. If you have a desire for it that burns hotter than the sun
then you understand what it takes.

Rich people understand that you need to put a
certain amount of money to the side for saving and another for
investing into income generating assets. The average person lives
their whole life seeking things that are wants only. These are
things that do not generate income and they require the owner of
them to pay more money to keep them in proper operating condition.
For example: an automobile is an item that loses part of it's value
right after you drive it off of the lot. It requires repairs,
replacement parts, oil changes, new tires, and gasoline. Neglect
any of these and your car does not function properly anymore.

The automobile you own also requires licenses
in some states just to own it and one to drive it. More money, more
money, more money! Unless you use it for business purposes such as
delivery, it never pays you anything. And this keeps happening for
as long as you own it. The same goes for a house that you live in.
It may be your home and your priciest asset, but it sucks the money
right out of your wallet/purse like a pickpocket in the airport.
You never rid yourself of this expense; but of course you need a
house, so you put up with things like a yearly tax bill to live in
your home.

I used a house and a car as examples because
most people are familiar with the expense of ownership of these two
items. Not everyone has owned a house or a car, but they still have
some knowledge of the situation to maintain them. If you purchase a
house that you do not live in and you rent it out then it becomes
an income generating asset. It generates income for you and your
family. You may say to yourself: ”We need to sell the house that we
are moving out of.”

There is the difference between you and a
rich person. They understand that real estate ownership management
is one of the best ways to make money. Not everyone can afford a
house or their credit is not acceptable when just starting out, so
they rent a nice house before they try to buy one. Why not make
some money off of this natural phenomenon to pay off your mortgage
and then take in extra money? You could hire a service company to
take care of it if you don't feel up to it. This little baby step
into real estate could lead to buying more houses and making more
money once you learn to walk. When your credit gets good enough you
could purchase an apartment building and make even larger sums of
money. Once again a service co. could handle the management of
it.

You have to retrain your thinking to see
opportunity at every turn. There are lots of ways to make more
money without actually working another job. That is what poor
people think is the best way to supplement their income. “Honey, we
need more money. I've got to get another job.” But why not take a
small amount of money and invest it to have your money working for
you. That is what every rich family does to make money without
actually physically working. There is only a certain amount of time
that can be spent physically working and all work and no play is a
terrible way to live.

Poor people spend a large percentage of their
extra money on trying to impress their friends and neighbors with
the latest gadgets and the newest model of car. They call that:
Keeping up with the Jones. Rich people understand the value of
things that accrue in value such as a fine painting, a classic car
that can usually be purchased for only a few thousand dollars,
fixed up and then resold for thousands more, and stocks, bonds and
other securities.

These are the subjects you need to study to
better yourself. If you do not feel comfortable with making your
own stock picks then you could hire a broker, but there are
computer programs that can do most of the decisions for you as
well. They use formulas and algorithms to predict the best
companies to invest in and the best time to buy and sell. You just
follow it's lead and learn as you go along. Research newsletters
are also available that are written by teams of financially
proficient people who eat, live, and breathe financial information.
You can learn this stuff.

Rich people have more leisure time and poor
people have very little. The higher grossing jobs of the rich
provide as much as one full month of paid vacation time and usually
2-3 weeks of paid personal time; not to mention 2-3 weeks of sick
leave per year. Many poorer people do not receive any money for
taking time off at all. Sick days usually equal a deficit and there
are no personal days to claim.

When you dream you are asleep, but when you
envision you are wide awake. So take your dreams and bring them
into the real world. When you plan for success you are putting
energy out into the universe that has to come back to you
eventually. That is why your plan for success has to have complete
details as to what you want. All the people who want to be rich
that merely state an incomplete order to the universe wonder why
all the techniques they heard about don't produce the same results
for them. It's not because they are bunk, it's because they are not
being specific enough to make it work.

I told you before to craft your plan for
success. You may want to revise it now that you understand the
differences between rich people and poor people more clearly. You
should be able to see, feel and hear this message much better than
you could when you first starting reading this book. Every lesson
learned is a new neuron growing connections in your brain.

Rich people Vs. Poor people is not a very
fair fight. You know who the winner is and who is the loser in this
competition. You know which one of these is usually the healthiest,
you know which one of these usually has the most enjoyment in life.
You are well aware of which one of these that you want to be.
Therefore, do what it takes to be more successful. Learn the ways
and means of making larger sums of money. Choose a career you can
love that pays more, love is not all you need. You need much, much
more.

It is said that poor people pay interest and
rich people make interest. They make money off of their money. They
take a small percentage of their income and turn it into more
money. Poor people usually have a fear of any kind of investment
besides the state lottery. They lose a substantial amount of money
from paying credit card interest, late fees and overdraft charges
to their banks. Grow-up if you want to play with the big boys and
girls. The land of the rich and invested is not the playground of
toddlers. Force yourself to balance your budget, pay on time and
don't use the credit cards if you can't pay more than the minimum
balance. Pay them down and then keep them for a rainy day.

Rich people are predominately business
owners, investors, entertainers, inheritance recipients, CEOs,
content owners (copyright, trademark, patent), doctors, lawyers,
dentists, statesman, commercial bankers, computer software
engineers, professional sports competitors and high ranking
managers. They are not very commonly lottery winners, organized
crime criminals and people who just find bags of money laying on
the ground right in front of their path. You have to choose to be
rich and hopefully you won't choose a criminal path, because it
usually ends in prison or death.

You did not choose to not be born rich, so
you definitely have to make a concentrated effort to become a
wealthy person. You can use your talent, your knowledge or your
creativity, but you have to work smart. If you don't like to make
decisions then the decisions will be made for you. The universe is
abundant and generous. There is more available then any of us could
ever use in twelve lifetimes. We share this earth with millions of
known living things and many more unknown ones. We alone have the
capacity to think about our place in the world and alter it to suit
our desires.

Want more with every fiber of your being and
never give up easily. If you have exhausted every possible option
to the fruition of your vision then it is time to give-up, for a
moment. Just take a little time to recharge your battery and start
again with a new and better vision. Never truly give up. Self-made
rich people did not give-up on their plan to become rich. They
don't believe that it has to be accomplished from one way only and
then if that doesn't work then give-up. They just keep trying
different ways to get the wealth they crave.

Rich people use their creativity to make
themselves money and poor people use their creativity to make other
people money. Almost everyone has to toil for someone else when
they first start working, but there comes a day when you have to
seize it.

Find the courage to be your own boss.
Business Owner is the number one highest money making title of the
rich and CEO is the number one highest money making position
(anesthesiologists earn a higher average, but requires huge
insurance coverage). If you do not have the creativity to come up
with a new business, then buy one or buy stock in one. Look into
securing a loan for a franchise. The bank will feel much more
confident in your ability to repay the loan because of the support
from the parent company and because they will be responsible for
the majority of the advertising of the brand.

You just punch right into a successful
business without all the fear that it might crash & burn
quickly and you lose everything. This is a good option that should
not be overlooked. The 100 richest people in the world all own
stock in companies. Most of them started their own company or
bought some. In the ancient world the richest people were rulers of
countries that fought and defeated other kingdoms and then stole
their fortunes, but in today's world the corporate kingdoms are
tops.

Poor people don't see all the opportunity
circling around them because they are too concentrated on survival
and material items. They dream of the lavish lifestyle of the rich
and famous because it is the outward display of the life that they
want. You will get to surpass all The Joneses in your life if you
can learn to postpone your need for immediate gratification.

When a person attends a university they are
not considered to be a scholar after the first or second year. They
have to keep at it until they pass all the tests to be awarded a
certificate of completion. You have to do the same thing when
pursuing wealth. You have to keep pushing towards that goal, until
you have passed all the tests to be awarded a better life for
yourself and your children.

Our goals for wealth building should include
others as well. There is probably no greater feeling than to know
that your loved ones will be taken care of in the unfortunate event
that you don't live forever. We all hope we do not have to die, but
if you leave the world as a wealthy person then your loved ones
should be alright financially.

Poor people don't usually leave their loved
ones with anything but sadness, tears and bills when they die. You
don't want to be a burden in death, make sure they have fond
memories of you and your money --- you won't need it anymore.
Whatever motivation you have, please keep it. Rich people leave
money, stocks, bonds, annuities, houses, businesses, jewelry,
paintings, trust funds and life insurance payments to their loved
ones.

The next generation has a good headstart
because of their good educations and the good size inheritances
left to them. Don't you want your kids to have a better start than
you did? Don't you want them to feel confident about their
future?

Wealth building is starting off with a good
education (whether self-taught or school taught), deciding on a
good career path based on proper knowledge of income potential (SEE
Appendix A: Jobs & Income Survey), drafting a good plan for
success, implementing that plan and then reaping the benefits. Once
you reach one goal then strive for another one. Put a percentage of
your money in savings, invest a certain amount in stocks and bonds,
or other income generating assets and plan for your retirement.

You may have to cut back on luxuries right
now to have even more in the future, but it is well worth it. Don't
eat out at restaurants so much. Make your own lunch; it is probably
better food anyway. Disconnect the cable/satellite tv until you can
afford it. Share one car, carpool or take the bus or subway until
you start making more. Forget about the most expensive designer
brands until it no longer causes you to have to consider what you
must go without to obtain them. Don't be afraid to be thrifty and
save money by using coupons and special deals. A dollar saved is a
dollar made :)

There are a few more things to learn about
before the strategies are revealed. Rich people don't kick their
children out of their homes at 18. They allow them to finish
college and purchase a house of their own before they decide to
leave. Sometimes they pay for college and buy a house for them
nearby. Some children of the rich even marry someone first; and
perhaps stay in a guesthouse on the property or in their original
room for a few years before moving out. Poor people can't wait to
force their kids out into the street with no money, no permanent
place to live and student loans to pay.

Rich People Vs. Poor People will continue on
forever, but if you know how to navigate the treacherous waters
filled with sharks and killer squids ready to devour you at every
turn then you will become wealthy. Talented actors, writers,
musicians and producers make money from what they write, produce
and perform and receive royalties into perpetuity, but most people
have to plan wisely for a residual income. Most people have to plan
wisely to receive multiple streams of income. Most people don't
have any plan to receive more than one income at all.

Rich People Vs. Poor People can be summed up
as the dichotomy between master and servant. There are basically
two types of mentalities, the master mentality and the servant
mentality. When you are in charge, the boss, the owner, the lord
(as in landlord, lord of the manor, etc.) and possessor of a
master's degree; then you are the master. And when you are the
subordinate, the employee, the workerbee, the sharecropper, the
proletariat; then you are the servant. It is not an insult, but the
reality of existence. Most people are workerbees and only a few
people are royals or Queen Bees. Work as hard as you may with the
servant mentality but you will never become the queen of the
hive.

Changing your mentality is the only way to
become more than what you are right now. You may never truly live a
life of fulfillment if you don't. If you want a beautiful life that
is much more than the average then you must change it. Servants die
and are only remembered by their friends and relatives, but masters
live forever through their accomplishments and achieve true
immortality.
