The Village of Laruns (525 m. altitude 1425 population) nestles in the Valley D’Ossau in the centre of the Pyrenees National Park. Surrounded by spectacular gorges, mountain streams and awesome mountains it is a great base for a walking and hiking holiday (probably the best way to see the area.)
Pau with airport is the nearest large city 40 kms to Laruns and well-connected by a combination of Rail and Road transport.
On 15 August the people of Laruns celebrate Our Lady when the players of pipe and tambourin e( Pyreneean string drum) lead the procession of dancers from the church to around the central square where couples dance to the music of pipe and tambourine. Every 1st weekend in October, the delicious Ossau cheese is celebrated with numerous festivities. Château d’Espalungue is nearby where, according to legend, Aramis the musketeer died.
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
