Sadly, in addition to losing her longtime
co-star and friend Jeanne Cooper earlier this year, days after “The
Huffington Post Canada” met with the 66-year-old soap star, her
father Ralph M. Wolveck died at age 92. Linder shares her thoughts
with HUFFINGTON POST exclusively, saying, “I'd spent the last week
and a half with him in the hospital but he wanted me to still go to
the March of Dimes event because he wanted me to help other people.
The morning of the Toronto event, he passed away in Los Angeles. I
am obviously devastated but decided to dedicate the tea to him
because he is the person who taught me about philanthropy and
giving back and I thought it was a fitting way to honor him. He
will always be in my heart.”
