Just after my divorce, it took me a while to decide to raise my
hand, in church, and be counted among the single people.






It’s “bad enough” that so many of our
single people are missing out on God’s blessing and favor for their
lives where marriage and ministry in marriage is concerned. But,
just how many sons and daughters of God out there, who are either
divorced, widowed, or separated, who are secretly, facing inner
conflicts of where they “fit in”; but are also, and more
tragically, missing out on the blessing and “good life” that Jesus
came for them to have and enjoy (John 10:10)?
