CHAPTER 1


Introduction

Have you ever been confused over the teachings
of end-time scripture? Have you felt reluctant to study the
subject? Has it been too much for you to handle?

Well, it used to be for me, too!

Shortly after I got saved, I learned one theory
of end-time doctrine, namely that there will be a time coming in
the not-too-distant future that will be a living hell on earth,
ruled by a world dictator called the Antichrist. I was also taught
that we didn't have to be concerned about this coming hell, because
Jesus would come and rapture all of us Christians out of here
before it got too bad.

Later, I was taught differently. I was taught a
partial rapture, where some Christians go up before, some during,
and some after the tribulation. I felt uncertain and confused about
all this for years.

So who are you going to believe? Someone has got
to be wrong, and someone has got to be right. Well, Praise the
Lord! As we shall see, the Word of God is right!

Eventually I came to the point where I threw out
of the window everything I was taught about the events of the last
days, and started from scratch. I searched the scriptures for
myself.

You see, I had noticed that people who grow up
in the Lord are taught from the very beginning what someone thinks
about end-time events, instead of being led directly to the
Word.

So I started reading the New Testament and the
prophets, pulled out just about every scripture dealing with the
subject, and arranged them in a topical manner.

I had also noticed that some people teach from
one particular gospel account concerning Jesus' teachings on the
last days and fail to consider what the other two accounts may add
to it. So I harmonized the three gospel accounts of Matthew 24,
Mark 13 and Luke 21 into a neat, readable style. Thereby I could
see, and now we all can see, what the Lord clearly said about it.
He should know, since He will be the one coming for us.

In this book I have listed all the important
scriptures we need to know in order to understand the full meaning,
context, and background of the New Testament teaching of end-time
events. Many of the subjects that we hear little or nothing about
have been listed here.

And since the books of Zechariah, Daniel, and
Revelation are some of the major sources of information concerning
this subject, they are not written in full here, but have been
alluded to through the cross-reference scriptures at the end of
many verses.

What I have done is compile the many scriptures
concerning this subject and put them in topical arrangement for
more orderly and enjoyable study. So I have done all the work
necessary for you to get your own overall view of these vital
topics.

You see, what people have done in the past is
read certain passages (say, for example, in the book of
Revelation), and force the rest of the New Testament scriptures to
fall in line with their doctrine of the last days.

What we must do is read what Jesus clearly said
about this in the gospel accounts, plus what is said in the
epistles in plain and simple language, and with this information in
our minds, relate all this to the books of Revelation and Daniel
and others.

Then it will all fall into place by the help of
the Holy Spirit who is our Teacher, who brings scripture to our
remembrance, who leads and guides us into all truth, who speaks to
us and shows us things to come. (John 14:26; John 16:13)

The very word "revelation" means a revealing, an
unveiling; not a hiding. However, the Truth of the scriptures is
hidden from the world; but it will be revealed to those seeking the
truth with a meek, teachable spirit, according to Daniel 12:9-10:
"And he said, Go thy way, Daniel; for the words are closed up and
sealed till the time of the end. 10) Many shall be purified, and
made white, and tried; but the wicked shall do wickedly; and none
of the wicked shall understand; but the wise shall understand."


We must also realize that not necessarily all of the events in the
book of Revelation are in their proper time sequence, or
chronological order. Here is an example: In Revelations
6:12 the sun and moon are dark. In 8:12 they are
one-third dark; in Rev. 16:8 the sun is scorching,
and in 16:10 there is total darkness.

I have placed cross-references at the end of
many verses, referring you to a similar scripture elsewhere in the
Bible, along with a few original Greek words to help out.

I have also injected a limited amount of
commentary, some thoughts which I feel the Holy Ghost has revealed
to me personally.

We must be watchful not to handle the
Word of God deceitfully (2 Cor. 4:2), or with partiality, but to rightly
divide the Word. "Study to show thyself approved unto God, a
workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the Word
of truth." (2 Tim. 2:15)

CHAPTER 2


A Harmony of the Gospel Accounts of Jesus'

Discourse on the Mount of Olives Concerning the End Time

* * * * *

 


This section is a running narrative by Jesus
Christ Himself telling what it will be like towards the end of this
age. This is a combination of Matthew Chapter 24, Mark 13, and Luke
Chapter 21 and part of Chapter 17. It is arranged the way it is to
give the most complete and full understanding of all three
accounts.

You will notice certain words are in
italics to attract your attention to that word having a
cross-reference scripture close to it, or having a continuity of
thought.

Matthew 24:1 And Jesus went out, and departed
from the temple; and his disciples came to him for to show him the
buildings of the temple.

Luke 21:5 And as some spake of the temple, how
it was adorned with goodly stones and gifts, he said, (Seest thou
these great buildings? Mk.l3:2)

Lk. 21:6 As for these things which ye behold,
the days will come, in which there shall not be left one stone upon
another, that shall not be thrown down.

Mark 13:3 And as he sat upon the Mount of Olives
over against the temple, Peter and James and John and Andrew asked
him privately

Mt. 24:3b saying, Tell us, when shall these
things be? and what shall be the sign of thy coming (Gr.
parousia = presence) and of the end of the world?
(Completion of the age.)

 Lk. 21:8
And He said, Take heed that ye be not deceived (2 Th. 2:3) for
many shall come in my name, saying, "I am Christ"; and "the time
draweth near"; (and shall deceive many Mt. 24:5b): go ye
not therefore after them. (Notice! This is happening now!
The false teachers are saying the "rapture" can happen at any
moment. Jesus said "Do not follow them, they will lead you
astray."

Mk. 13:7 And when ye shall hear of wars and
rumors of wars (and commotions, be not terrified Lk.
21:9) be ye not troubled: for such things must needs be;
but the end shall not be yet.

Lk. 21:10 Then said He unto them, Nation shall
rise against nation, and kingdom against kingdom:

11 And great earthquakes shall be in divers
(various) places, and famines, and pestilences; and fearful sights
and great signs shall there be from heaven.

Mt. 24:8 All these are the beginning of
sorrows (Greek word odinon = birth pangs.)

Lk. 21:12 But before all these, they shall lay
their hands on you, and persecute you, delivering you up to the
synagogues, and into prisons, being brought before kings and rulers
for my name's sake.

13 And it shall turn to you for a testimony.

14 Settle it therefore in your hearts, not to
meditate before what ye shall answer;

 15
For I will give you a mouth and wisdom, which all your adversaries
shall not be able to gainsay or resist; (for it is not you that
speak, but the Holy Ghost Mk. 13:11b.) (See Mt.
10:19-20)

Mt. 24:10 And then shall many be offended
(Gr. skandalizo = stumbled, enticed to sin, apostasy) and shall
betray one another, and shall hate one another.

11 And many false prophets shall rise, and shall
deceive many.

12 And because iniquity shall abound, the
love (Gr. agape) of many shall wax cold.

Mk. l3:12 Now the brother shall betray the
brother to death, and the father the son; and children shall rise
up against their parents, and shall cause them to be put to
death.

13 And ye shall be hated of all men for my
name's sake: but he that shall endure unto the end, the same shall
be saved.

Lk. 21:18 But there shall not an hair of your
head perish.

19 In your patience possess ye your souls.

Mt. 24:15 When ye therefore shall see the
abomination of desolation, spoken of by Daniel the prophet, stand
in the holy place (standing where it ought not, Mk. 13:14),
(whoso readeth, let him understand:)

Lk. 21:20 And when ye shall see Jerusalem
compassed with armies, then know that the desolation thereof is
nigh (Isa.
29:3-10).

21 Then let them which are in Judaea flee to the
mountains; and let them which are in the midst of it depart out;
and let not them that are in the countries enter thereinto.

 22 For these be the days of
vengeance, that all things which are written may be
fulfilled. (Isa. 34: 2-8; Isaiah. 63:4; Jer. 51:6)

Mt. 24:17 Let him which is on the house top not
come down to take anything out of his house:

18 Neither let him which is in the field return
back to take his clothes.

19 And woe unto them that are with child, and to
them that give suck in those days: (for there shall be great
distress in the land, and wrath upon this people. Lk. 21:23b)

20 But pray ye that your flight be not in
winter, neither on the sabbath day;

Mk. 13:19 For in those days shall be affliction
(great tribulation, Mt. 24:21), such as was not from the beginning
of the creation which God created unto this time, neither shall
be.

20 And except that the Lord had shortened those
days, no flesh should be saved: but for the elect's sake,
whom he hath chosen, he hath shortened the days. (same Gr. word,
eklectos, used for elect and chosen throughout
N.T.)

Lk. 21:24 And they shall fall by the edge of the
sword, and shall be led away captive into all nations: and
Jerusalem shall be trodden down of the Gentiles, until the times of
the Gentiles be fulfilled.

Mk. 13:21 And then if any man shall say to you,
Lo, here is Christ; or lo, he is there; believe him not:

22 For false Christs and false prophets shall
rise, and shall show great signs and wonders, to
seduce (deceive Mt. 24:24), if it were possible, even the elect.
(2 Th.
2:9)

(Note: Christ means Anointed; false Christ means
false anointed ones.)

23 But take ye heed: behold, I have foretold you
all things.

Mt. 24:26 Wherefore if they shall say unto you,
Behold, he is in the desert; go not forth: behold, he is in the
secret chambers; believe it not.

27 For as the lightning cometh out of the east,
and shineth even unto the west; so shall also the coming of the Son
of man be.

28 For wheresoever the carcase
is, (Gr. Ptoma = corpse) there will the eagles (Gr. Aetoi =
vultures) be gathered together. (Lk. 17:37)

Lk. 21:25 And there shall be signs in the sun,
and in the moon, and in the stars; and upon the earth distress
(anxiety) of nations, with perplexity; the sea and the waves
roaring;

26 Men's hearts failing them for fear, and for
looking after those things which are coming on the earth: for the
powers of heaven shall be shaken.

Mt. 24:29 Immediately after the tribulation of
those days shall the sun be darkened, and the moon shall not give
her light, and the stars shall fall from heaven, and the
powers of the heavens shall be shaken: (The word 'powers' in
Mt. 24:29 is the same Greek word, dunamis, used in
Rom.
8:38 and 1 Peter 3:22, possibly denoting demon
spirits. Could these be the same spirits, and the same event of the
casting down of Satan and his angels in Rev. 12:9? Also, concerning
stars falling from heaven. Rev. 12:4, speaking of
Satan's angels, is the same Gr. word, aster, as the stars in
Mt.
24:29 and Rev. 6:13.)

30 And then shall appear the sign of the
Son of man in heaven: (Mt. 24:3) and then shall all the
tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of man coming
in the clouds of heaven with power and great glory.


31 And he shall send his angels with a great sound of a trumpet,
and they shall gather together his elect from the four winds, from
one end of heaven to the other, (from the uttermost part of the
earth to the uttermost part of heaven. Mk. 13:27)

Lk. 21:28 And when these things begin to come to
pass, then look up, and lift up your heads; for your redemption
draweth nigh.

Mk. 13:28 Now learn a parable of the fig tree
(and all the trees, Lk. 21:29;) When her branch is yet tender, and
putteth forth leaves, ye know that summer is near:

29 So ye in like manner, when ye shall see these
things come to pass, (know ye that the kingdom of God is nigh at
hand, Lk. 21:31,) even at the doors.

30 Verily I say unto you, that this generation
shall not pass, till all these things be done (fulfilled, Lk.
21:32.)

31 Heaven and earth shall pass away: but my
words shall not pass away.

32 But of that day and that hour knoweth no man,
no, not the angels which are in heaven, neither the Son, but the
Father.

Mt. 24:37 But as the days of Noah were, so shall
also the coming of the Son of man be. (Compare with Genesis Chapter
6)

38 For as in the days that were before the flood
they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage,
until the day that Noah entered into the ark,

39 And (they) knew not until the flood came, and
took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man
be.

40 Then shall two be in the field; the one shall
be taken, and the other left.

41 Two women shall be grinding at the mill;
the one shall be taken, and the other left. (According to the
language of vs. 39, would you rather be taken away or left? Think
carefully before you answer! Compare with Mt 13:41. I think
you would prefer to be left, rather than taken or swept away,
wouldn't you?)

Mk. 13:33 Take ye heed, watch and pray: for ye
know not when the time is.

34 For the Son of man is as a man taking a far
journey, who left his house, and gave authority to his servants,
and to every man his work, and commanded the porter to watch.

35 Watch ye therefore: for ye know not when the
master of the house cometh, at evening, or at midnight, or at the
cockcrowing, or in the morning;

36 Lest coming suddenly he find you
sleeping.

37 And what I say unto you I say unto all,
Watch.

Mt. 24:42 Watch therefore: for ye know not
what hour your Lord doth come. (Lk. 12:36-48)

43 But know this, that if the goodman of the
house had known in what watch the thief would come, he would have
watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up.

44 Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an
hour as ye think not the Son of man cometh.

45 Who then is a faithful and wise servant, whom
his lord hath made ruler over his household, to give them meat in
due season?

46 Blessed is that servant, whom his lord when
he cometh shall find so doing.

47 Verily I say unto you, That he shall make him
ruler over all his goods.

48 But and if that evil servant shall say in his
heart, My lord delayeth his coming;

49 And shall begin to smite his fellow servants,
and to eat and drink with the drunken;

50 The lord of that servant shall come in a day
when he looketh not for him, and in an hour that he is not aware
of,

51 And shall cut him asunder, and appoint him
his portion with the hypocrites: there shall be weeping and
gnashing of teeth.

Lk. 21:34 And take heed to yourselves, lest at
any time your hearts be overcharged with surfeiting (overeating,)
and drunkenness, and cares of this life, and so that day come upon
you unawares.

35 For as a snare shall it come on all them that
dwell on the face of the whole earth.

36 Watch ye therefore, and pray always, that ye
may be accounted worthy to escape all these things that shall come
to pass, and to stand before the Son of man.

Lk. 17:20 And when he was demanded of the
Pharisees, when the kingdom of God should come, he answered them
and said, The kingdom of God cometh not with observation:

21 Neither shall they say, Lo here! or, lo
there! for behold, the kingdom of God is within you.

22 And he said unto the disciples, The days will
come, when ye shall desire to see one of the days of the Son of
man, and ye shall not see it.
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
