And for
a few live shows, here and there.

David French – who was kind enough to edit this ebook (so any

Below. We also produced its
lovechild The Little Book of
Cynics.

After being asked for about the
sixth time to write material for free (for a non-profit show in
London), I had an epiphany. Why not make a body of material
available at a reasonable price? This is the moment where I say “Ta
da!”

So, this book is designed to be
a script resource – something to assist adults who want to have a
go at performing comedy sketches for a non-profit event, but who
lack the material.

The sketches
are pared down so you can augment them as you see fit. They are
suitable for an adult audience, many containing themes of sex, drugs, modern society
and all that jazz. Apart from jazz music, which is beyond
reproach.
