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This is a true chronology of actual events. Nothing is fabricated. Nothing is added for dramatic effect. It is not a conglomeration of more than one woman’s experiences. This is taken from 100% true and accurate records submitted to the court in a case that is really happening in America in 2011.
The names of the people involved have been changed to protect the innocent from being re-victimized by the guilty. The names of the cities and states have been fictionalized to prevent any embarrassment to the states involved and to prevent inadvertently giving abusers a tip on where they can get away with hurting their wives and children.
This is the true story of real people seeking help for a real victim of child abuse. The long history of legitimate concerns is real. I hope telling the story helps us somehow go from where we are right now to the point where the child is home safe where he belongs, and the profoundly abusive person can no longer turn our lives upside down by lying to a social worker, a GAL or anyone else. I hope that telling this story ultimately helps our family move forward with hope.
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Chapter 1: The Beginning
Spring 1995: I Met Max. We were both living in the State of Crabgrass. I was working at an historic seafood restaurant called, “The Ocean Farer.” It was owned my Mr. Michael Davis, who also owned the apartment where I lived. Mr. Davis was my landlord and my boss, and I respected him like a father.
My twin sister, Grace Godfrey, had finished stenography school and had moved into my apartment in Pleasant Valley while she sought work. Some demo-ware arrived in the mail. In my excited hurry to try it; I accidently plugged the power cord into the external keyboard port, which broke her laptop that she had purchased to do steno work. Not knowing what to do to fix it, I started asking co-workers, neighbors and friends around the restaurant and apartments. Friends of the family, David and Dorothy Moore, (for whose 5 children Grace had been a live-in nanny in the 1980’s and had stayed in contact with), referred me to Max to fix Grace’s laptop. He was working as a night auditor at an oceanfront hotel, as a clerk at a video store, and did computer work on the side.
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
