2 FLOW
The obvious is sometimes so hidden! The greatest gifts within us are often not seen by ourselves or others. Yet when we finally choose to see and allow our own innate gifts to flourish within our lives, they become a wellspring of wealth for us. And if we bring those gifts together with others, we move from nothing to everything in a butterfly heartbeat.
Financial wealth is a conundrum, a puzzle that cannot be solved in a rational way. It is a riddle that can only be solved when you look in the right place. And when you finally discover the answer, you realise you knew it all along!
Take the circle for example. And now if I asked you how many sides does a circle have would your answer be two? Yes two – an inside and an outside! And if I asked – does a circle represent everything or nothing? Would your answer be – everything and nothing! Again what seems like a contradiction is really just seeing things from a different place. Indeed a circle can represent everything and nothing.
We have to move to a different place inside of ourselves in order to see things from a different perspective. And in order to unravel your wealth mystery you will need to see the world differently and see what most do not see.
Andrew Carnegie was a Scottish born American steel magnate and philanthropist and one of the world’s wealthiest men in the late 19th Century second only to Rockefeller. He was born on November 25th 1835. Within the fabric of numbers lies hidden information. If you add up the numbers of his birth you will get the number 8. Numerology is the art of number interpretation.
In numerology the number we have just calculated holds information about our life path – the global blueprint that gives our life an outline to work to. There are other numbers that can be extracted from both our name and our date of birth.
Andrew Carnegie had an 8 life path. The end result of his life is an obvious statement to his intrinsic knowledge of the number 8 and hence his great financial success in life. I know Carnegie mastered the number 8 life path not only because of the great wealth he amassed, but he focused on giving first, which is the true key to unlocking wealth.
The number 8 in numerology is about power and wealth. People who hold this life path number are very suited to a career in business management or as a business owner. Eight life path holders are tenacious and focused - two qualities needed to acquire greater physical wealth.
The simple way to find your own base life path number is to add up all the numbers in your birth date adding together first the numbers for your day, month and year of birth. Using Andrew Carnegie’s birth date we get :
[1+1] + [2+5] + [1+8+3+5] Take the birth date and keep the day, month and year together
[2] + [7] + [17] Add up the numbers to give you these results
[2] + [7] + [1+7=8] Reduce any double digit numbers now to single numbers
[2]+[7]+[8] = 17 Add up the final single numbers
[1+7] = 8 Reduce the final number to a single number unless it is 11,22,33 etc. – these are called Master numbers and should not be reduced because they have special meanings.
So Andrew Carnegie had a life path of 8. He also had a double number of 17 / 8. The 17 (or double digit number) gives more definition to the final base number. So a 26 / 8 person is somewhat different to a 17 / 8 individual. For Andrew the 1 further defined his powerful leadership skills while the 7 extended the definition of his spiritual and intuitive skills.
Charles M. Schwab was a protégé of Carnegie. Schwab began his career as an engineer in Andrew Carnegie's steelworks. In 1897, at the young age of 35, he became president of the Carnegie Steel Company. He went on to successfully negotiate what was to be the largest industrial takeover in United States history up to that date. In 1901 he became the first man on record to receive a million dollar annual salary after the merger and creation of US Steel where he became the CEO.
Schwab’s intrinsic gift was his ability to deal with people. Later on this inner gift in its mature form allowed him to be paid the highest salary in corporate America. Fortunately for both Schwab and Carnegie, Schwab’s gift was seen early on by Carnegie who chose to mentor him. The creation of US Steel was a true combination of the power of two great men’s talents. On their own they would not have been so successful.
Carnegie went on to give almost all his money away leaving monuments of educational establishments in his wake. So why did he do that? He created so much then let it all go. What secret did he hold?
The story and life of great men like Carnegie who were masters of both life and wealth, share with us the magic of 8. Anyone can learn from these ‘secrets’ and apply them to their own life in order to increase their physical and emotional wealth.
I have shared a little about the life and achievements of Andrew Carnegie so as to give you a research anchor point to study his life further. For sure it is not about us all creating massive wealth structures like Carnegie created. Instead we can all learn from key historic icons, gaining massive insights as to how to create more magic in our own lives. And when we ask ourselves questions like: Why did he give all his wealth away? - We discover even more. There is so much more! And as I shared at the beginning of this chapter the obvious is sometimes so hidden!

I have been blessed in my life because of my curiosity and desire to learn. This has led me to meet some amazing teachers of wealth. One of my earliest teachers was a South African gentleman who made his millions from bees. I will always remember one of the simplest yet profound statements he made. He said, “The difference between one dollar and a million dollars is nothing - zero. To get one million you just add six zero’s and zero is nothing!” His sharing showed to me that wealth was what we viewed of it and was based on the power of perception; and, simply viewing it in a different way created a new perspective.
I so love business, mainly because in the past I was not that good at it! I have found many things in life to be very easy but financial success through business eluded me for years. As an employee before I started my business career, I made a lot of money and had a great lifestyle. As a business owner up till recently I struggled.
Business used to be one of the greatest challenges for me mainly because of my idealism. I am a ‘hippy’ at heart and in the past I lived in New Zealand as a Green tree-hugging hippy. I still have the newspaper clipping of myself in the local Nelson paper after I created my first business showing me with long dangling red hair down to my waist and sporting a bushy beard.
Over recent years I have seen life from a different perspective allowing me to now run conventional high profit IT companies and the ‘hippy’ side of my personality has moved into my inner value structures –giving me an intrinsic maverick approach to all that I do. This approach now gives me a massive edge, allowing me to act on new ideas fast and furious.

To take an idea that has potential and then move that out into the world and create teams, delivery systems and processes for it, is a massive challenge. Then, to get financial results is a pure matter of LUCK: Location, Understanding, Connections and Knowledge1. When we know how to drive our LUCK we get better results.
Business is the number one way to create massive and continuous wealth. It is a true expression of the number 8. Once mastered, those who KNOW the number 8 well can create continuous and flowing wealth for themselves and others for generations to come.
I bet when Thomas Edison was tinkering around trying to make a commercial version of the light bulb and storage battery in the late 1800’s he never knew he would launch a corporation that would last for over 122 years and be worth over 230 billion US dollars. In 2011, GE or General Electric, founded by Thomas Edison in 1890, ranked among the Fortune 500 as the 6th largest firm in the U.S. by gross revenue2, as well as the 14th most profitable3.

Business is a conundrum to be constantly solved despite it not being solvable. This is why the true path to massive financial wealth can never be walked on your own. True wealth comes from deeply understanding the power of flow. Eight is the number for flow.
If you place a number 8 on its side it becomes a lemniscate or infinity symbol. And if you break the number 8 down you will see that it is created from two connected zeros. So when we see thing differently - nothing plus nothing equals everything!
The number eight as we have seen is made up of two zeros. Zero for many is nothing, and yet to other’s it is everything! I have personally experienced many times in my life having nothing and yet having nothing is better than owing money! Having ‘weighing’ debt is one of the worst experiences of my life. It is better to have nothing than to owe others money unless the money was borrowed to execute a plan to create greater wealth. Being a ‘zero man’ though is not much fun because ‘zero man’ does not know the intrinsic power of zero; he just sees empty pockets and holds a sad face. But when we understand the well-spring of creation that lies within us, we can tap into it and allow all our spiritual and material wealth to flow in our lives and from nothing we can create everything we desire.
Zero can be everything when we fully understand the power of creation. Zero is a ‘spiritual’ number. While having nothing you can have everything. While having no money you may have the power of creation within you or the power of spirit, which allows you to create something from nothing. So often we do not value our own value so we think and feel we have nothing, when the real ‘truth’ is that we have everything. The trick in life is in realising our own value in the complex flow of life. Our natural value is often invisible to ourselves, just as a butterfly cannot see the beauty of its own wings; and yet when we learn to fully flow with our natural value, we can create all the material wealth we desire.
If you were to draw a zero with a pen you would start at the top with nothing then move in a circle creating the line as you go. You finally reach the end of the zero’s journey by returning to the start where you began and close the circle. From there you can continue the flow over again. This is the path of creation. From nothing everything comes!
In life, desire is the energy that starts the cycle. It is vision that then drives the desire on its path to complete the circle. And yet when it reaches the end of its cycle a decision has to be made; if it is not, then the cycle will create over again and go nowhere. This cycling around can be seen as the frustration of the creative minds that exist around us in society; they create but they do not seem to go anywhere. What converts the zero into everything – infinity – is when the energy returns to its starting point, to give that energy away, to let it go. The energy then crosses over and creates a reflective cycle of zero which will return back to the crossover point again. And in returning the receiving, and igniting and converting it back into giving, once again it resumes the cycle; and so it continues. In its continuance it will grow or shrink on each repetitive cycle. Also in giving it away we are creating the possibility for a connection with others. This is how 0 + 0 = 8; and it is also how 8 can become nothing in the blink of an eye again if the giving stops.
There are two dimensions to the number 8: physical flow and spiritual flow; with each part represented by the two zeros that make up the number 8. This is where true wealth and physical wealth is created. For flow to occur energy must move from the spiritual to the physical. It does this in the form of inspiration. If this inspiration is received and acted on, it then flows the energy into the physical; it has passed the cross-over point. If the energy is then returned back to the spiritual through the gateway of gratitude (the returning cross-over point), then the cycle will continue, endlessly. What ignites the energy to be created is desire. The power of desire is the force for creation. At the same time this is happening, if we flow the gift of creation to others through giving, it will ignite their flow. We end up with a flowering – a magical birth of something new and beautiful. The flow creates the flower. This is how two 8’s can become a 4!
To get the four, imagine putting two eights close together as seen in the diagram below. This clearly shows the four held within the two eights.
In numerology the number four represents the number for physical results. It is a bit like the four legs on a table – they make the table stable and practical to use. The number 4 describes a lot about the physical stable, practical world we live in. The number 8 energy on its own is not an easy energy to ground into physical experience because of its high-frequency originating spiritual component. But when it is shared and partnerships are created, the eight-energy can be grounded through materiality.
In becoming a four, the energy of the creation can now flow within the physical world powerfully to create all the material processes needed for the manifestation of full wealth from the creation. This is how nothing becomes everything and how 0+0=8 and 8+8=4.
Massive financial wealth is a team game. I always remember Roger James Hamilton saying in his seminars that the one way to find a billionaire is to look for a large group of millionaires! When partnerships of trust are formed around the creation of an idea great financial wealth can flow.
If you look more closely at the diagram above you may see we have now moved from having one eight to having six. Go and solve the simple puzzle yourself and you will find the six eights. Six is the number for community and sharing in numerology. This is how wealth is amplified through giving it away – sharing it - and how the hidden can be seen if you look in the right way and in the right place.
If you look now at the new image above in a different way you could imagine it as being a four petal flower.
From nothing we have created beauty that can touch the world in a special and vibrant way. We have truly created a special connection.
So to master the art of wealth you have to connect and become a ‘flow-er’. If you cannot flow you will never flower!

I have not shared this with anyone before until now. I have received many inspirational ideas in my life that if I had acted on them at the time, would have created immeasurable physical wealth. Three ideas that I received in my earlier years have all now become multiple billion dollar industries or products!
The first idea was to create a sprout business selling to supermarkets. This was before sprouts became popular and were just ‘hippy’ foods. Sprouts can be seen now in all major supermarkets world-wide. The next inspirational idea I had was to create a bottled mineral water business from New Zealand water. This was of course back when the only bottled water you could buy was naturally carbonated water like Perrier. Now bottled water is a multi-billion dollar global business. The last idea was to create a series of inspirational books that told people’s true life stories. The Chicken Soup for the Soul series created by Jack Canfield and Mark Victor Hansen, has sold over 100 million books which is evidence this idea was INSPIRATIONAL!
I never acted on any of the ideas I was gifted, so for me the zero returned back to zero! Instead of flowing from my inspiration I got ‘stuck in my head’ and rationalized the ideas into non-existence.
I did however act on one inspirational idea I received which was to create a global business to support children in need. This idea started as a New Zealand fast-food business in 2001; transforming into a healthy food business when it was moved to Australia two years later; and finally when my wife and business partner at the time realised in an inspirational moment one day, that the way to grow the idea exponentially was to give it away to others. In giving away the idea it could grow and be used by any business anywhere in the world. The idea quickly transformed into the concept of transactional giving and received the name Buy1Give1. During this time in Australia, my wife Masami attracted Paul Dunn, an influential successful semi-retired entrepreneur to the project. He later became the main spokesperson and Chairman for this inspirational business.
It was at this time when the Buy1Give1 idea was just sprouting that under my instinctive direction the project was moved to Singapore and launched as a global business. Masami and I officially separated a year after we arrived in Singapore. Unofficially we’d separated the year before, but it was to be another three years before I left the project.
Leaving the project was a deep letting go for me because it was like my baby, but it was needed so that the project could flower. Three years on, Buy1Give1 has flowered indeed under the careful and inspirational care of Masami Sato and Paul Dunn with millions of giving activities to its name. It has now transformed into B1G1® –– pronounced B one G one which is an abbreviation for Buy One Give One or Buy1Give1.
There is now no resemblance between B1G1® and the original idea I was gifted! This is the power of flow and letting go. When we let go and share our ideas, they can grow beyond our wildest imagination.
Today B1G1® blossoms beyond my wildest expectations. It is indeed a blessing to know that many children and families in need all around the world have received great blessings from its flow, and continue to do so as it grows into a sturdy giving tree and a garden of abundance.
When I think back to that morning in 2001 and remember the passion that burnt inside of me to create a global business that gives, I never would have expected that my initial passion would first ignite Masami’s passion, then it would ripple out into the world with Masami igniting Paul’s passion then it flowing on, touching thousands of business owners around the globe to give. This is the power of 8 when we just let go and give. It brings me to tears of gratitude in knowing that a flower garden has been created for all to enjoy.
Flow is the movement of energy from the spiritual to the physical and back again fueled by the power of passion and channeled through the gateway of gratitude.
Do not miss that small word at the end of the last paragraph. Gratitude holds within its vibration untold wealth and untold magic. More on this later!
Flowing is allowing. It does not try to control the next cycle; it just adds to the current one and then it lets go – not being concerned for the final outcome. Those who don’t flow, control! They try to control the future outcomes thinking in doing so they are creating. What they’re actually doing is destroying! Control destroys flow and stops the energy moving around the cycle of 8. The control they exert cuts off the life flow of the energy at the cross-over point and everything disappears as quick as it came.
The symbol often used to represent flow is the infinity sign ∞ or lemniscates, a number 8 on its side.
The number 8 is the number for magic. It is zero added to itself to gain everything. This is indeed magic. Everything comes from nothing and then returns to nothing. This is the conundrum of wealth that eludes most.
In life we start as nothing, we become what we are and then we return to being nothing again when we die. When we fully understand this journey, then there really is only one choice in life and that is to flow. When we flow and don’t try to control, we fully understand the law of zero – everything comes from nothing, amounts to nothing and becomes nothing again. In understanding this law we fully understand that life is a game. The only thing to be gained is what is in the centre of the circle – this stays with us. What moves to the centre and fills the circle are our experiences. These are all we ever really have. This is what I feel Mahatma Gandhi meant when he said: “Whatever you do will be insignificant, but it is very important that you do it”. So when we understand this pattern of flow, we can allow all experiences to exist and just participate in the flow of life, without having to try and fix and tie down the future. The future is always unfolding based on our desires.
When we flow, we also allow our lives to be driven from our feelings instead of our heads. You will enjoy reading my first book, Happy Channel, to learn a bit more about this. Our feelings allow us to access our emotional guidance system. This unlocks the connection to our spiritual source and completes our ability to work with the power of 8. When we only do what feels good, and never do anything that feels bad, and we engage the power of passion, we will always experience the wealth we desire.
The powerful understanding that I am sharing here, is that the number eight is a map to show us that the world we live in is not a mechanical world, but a vibrational energetic world. True wealth is always accessed when we merge the physical with the spiritual and allow energy to flow between the two, and then at the same time share what we receive. In giving we receive everything.
To master the number 8, you have to master the game of life. It is truly a game! If we try to find meaning in life we will always look forever, because just as we find it, we realise the puzzle is not complete.
Life is not here to have meaning. Life is here to be experienced. In my early years I wanted to create purpose for myself so I set out to accomplish some courageous goals. I did some amazing things over about 8 years but I was left in the end with nothing! Creating meaning is the domain of the ego – the part of our self that is trapped within us.
Our ego is a chunk of our consciousness that has encapsulated itself so tightly within its own well defined boundaries, that we create the experience of another entity – as though there are two of us. When we dissolve those boundaries that have locked off part of our consciousness, we awaken to the full flow of who we are. In dissolving our ego, we can see life in more simple and clear terms. When we do this, we can let go of the desire to create ‘meaning’ because we can see that everything is born, everything lives and everything dies – be it a plant, a human, a civilisation, a planet, a solar system or a star acting as a Sun.
When we fully understand what we are, we can just focus on having experiences because that is all we truly want; and if those experiences create a sense of ‘meaning’ for others then that is great. For ourselves though, the gift is to just be ourselves, and flow through life guided by what we feel. As we flow, we can allow our desires to create all that we want through the power of our focus. In doing this, life becomes very simple and yet very rich. Life has no destination, it only has a story.
After I realised all of this, my life purpose became very simple – to have fun! I was not here to transform the world, nor save it – it was and is perfect just as it is. I am personally here to enjoy anything I wish to experience, and my greatest desire is to have fun. I have realised though that having fun on my own is not much fun, so I share my sense of fun with others, making their lives richer and more vibrant. So now I live a very simple life and look to have fun in all that I do. I am happy!

Roger James Hamilton is a teacher of wealth creation and the creator of the Wealth Dynamics System which is a system to find your flow. His book, Your Life Your Legacy is an encyclopedia on flow and how to find your personal flow. His detailed system describes the 8 core frequencies of flow. In his later work he has broken the 8 into 64 sub parts. His system is inspired from the ancient Chinese system of flow called the I Ching.
Roger’s system of flow describes the 8 core frequencies and how each of us can work at a specific frequency that is natural to us which will allow us to access our physical wealth flow. I will let you read his books to learn more.
Using Roger’s system I fall into the last and final frequency represented by the number 8 which he calls “The Mechanic”. I was blessed to study Roger’s work and study with Roger over a period of about three years. I gained a lot from it but in the end I realised that it was just a framework to help me discover my true self. And like all frameworks that we can use – be they religious or scientific – in the end, we always end up finding ourselves; because that is truly what we are seeking but did not know it. And in finding ourselves we realise we knew everything all along! This is the conundrum about looking for meaning and purpose in life; just like the traveller who travels all around the world looking for fame, love and fortune; only to return home to marry the girl he knew as a child and become Mayor of the town he grew up in; and create a business there that gave him all the wealth he desired. What we seek we usually already have; and yet we do not know it.
Roger’s work is brilliant for budding entrepreneurs to help them find and express their core frequency. Roger himself is brilliant - he is a true magician being able to create anything from nothing. He was born on 8-8-1968. If you calculate his life path it will work out as 22. This is known as a Master number.
To discover the Master numbers in birthdates you need to add up and reduce the numbers in a specific way. So with Roger’s numbers we have [8]+[8]+[ 1+9+6+8=24 : {2+4} = 6] then we add up the reduced numbers [8]+[8]+[6] = 22. If we added up his numbers in sequence we would end up with 40 which would reduce to a 4 eg [8+8+1+9+6+8]=40. So to get the Master numbers you need to reduce the day, month and year first to a single digits before adding them together.
The 22 Master number means the person can express themselves at the master number level or the mundane number level. The mundane level is calculated by adding up the numbers inside the Master number so 2+2=4.
22 is the number for the master builder. 11, 22, 33 all the way up to 99 are all master numbers. My ex-wife Masami has a 33 Master life path and she is a most extraordinary person indeed; she has been the greatest teacher of my life. I ‘studied’ with her for over 8 years and co-created three businesses with her. In 2006 at the magical place of Tanah Lot on the southern coast of Bali she helped me receive an astounding gift by opening up a very special doorway for me. I walked through that doorway to a new life.
